-Discussed the selection of the Engineering firm Wesson and Sampson
for the Downtown Sidewalk Grant.

-Announced K-9 fundraiser for May 7, 2010

-Read the executive session minutes of June 1, 2009(2) into the record.
The minutes reflect the vote of the BOS requesting Mr. Zupkofska
produce all documents he previously claimed he had in his possession
regarding a town employee (See exec minutes of June 1, 2009 (2)
attached).

-Mr. Johnson then commented on the minutes, their release and the
contents. Mr. Johnson spoke regarding allegations Mr. Zupkofska has
made regarding a town employee. Mr. Johnson said he has repeatedly
requested documents Mr. Zupkofska claims to be in possession of and
that Mr. Zupkofska has never produced those documents.

-Mr. Johnson then took the opportunity to comment on the personal
attacks against him, the other BOS members, the Town Administrator
and Town Counsel by Mr. Zupkofska. Mr. Johnson questioned how
everyone could be conspiring and only Mr. Zupkofska could be telling
the truth.

*“all along” but would only show the press.

-Mr. Zupkofska stated he used personal sick days and vacation days to
chase the information in question yet still did not provide any material
to the BOS members. He again stated he had all the information.
