STREET & SIDEWALK OPENING PERMITS PROCESS
ARTICLE 20 OF THE 1981 Annual Town Meeting authorized the Town to set a Street and Sidewalk Opening Permit Fee.  The fee is Single $50.00 Laterals (from to) $100.00
1. All permits must be obtained at the Selectmen’s Office, 242 Union Street,

Rockland, Ma.

2. Before requesting a permit from the Selectmen’s Office the following approvals 

must be obtained.

(a) Highway Superintendent must approve a plan submitted for his signature.

(b) The Chief of Police must sign off that he has been notified and, if

      required, a special detail has been arranged

(c)  The Selectmen’s office-Town Administrator

3. All permit requirements shall be adhered to unless waived by the Highway

Superintendent.

4. As of January 1, 2005 all street openings must be filled with flow able material only.
5. All road pavements shall be constructed as outlined in the Mass DPW

Specifications.

6. Only one (1) permit will be issued for each opening.  Street name and nearest

house number shall appear on each permit.  

7. Failure to obtain a permit for any opening shall result in a $50.00 fine in addition

to all other applicable charges.
8. Street may be opened without a permit only in an emergency situation-i.e. water

or gas break-but a permit must be obtained as soon as possible.

9. Permits shall be on site for Inspection by any Town Official.  Failure to have a

Permit shall result in the immediate stoppage of work and may result in a fine

mentioned in # 7 above.
