The Annual Town Election was held in the Rogers Middle School Gymnasium, 100 Taunton 
Avenue for Precincts 1, 2, 3 and 4 and the R. Stewart Esten School,733 Summer Street for 
Precincts 5 and 6 on Saturday, April 8, 2023.  A Warrant issued by the Selectmen on March 7th 
was posted in each of the six precincts by Adam Loomis, Constable of Rockland on March 20, 
2023.  
   
Cards of Instructions advising voters how to mark their ballots, Abstracts of the Laws imposing 
penalties on voters and Massachusetts Voters' Bill of Rights were posted as required by the Laws 
of the Commonwealth.       
        
Imagecast machines were used in each precinct and there was an AutoMark machine for use by 
handicapped voters in each polling location.  The AutoMark machines have a touch screen, VAT 
for a blind person as well as a braille keypad and headphones to allow all voters to independently 
vote.  The ballot is not tabulated on these machines, it is tabulated in the AccuVote machine in the 
voters’ precinct.        
        
The polls were opened at 8:00 a.m.  Election officials in each of the six precincts printed a zero 
tape of all candidates to ensure there were no votes on the tabulator and that each candidate was 
listed.  The tape was posted in a conspicuous place in the precinct.   
           
The polls were closed at 6:00 p.m.  Total ballots cast were 1734, 12% of the 12761 registered 
voters.

In the Rockland High School Auditorium, with a quorum being present, the Special Town Meeting 
was called to order at 7:12 pm by Town Moderator Kevin T. Henderson.  Mr. Henderson 
announced the Return of the Warrant by Constable Ron Spear of Spear Constable Service. The 
Special Town Meeting was adjourned so that the Annual Town Meeting could be called to order.    
 
Moderator Henderson welcomed the residents.  On behalf of the Town of Rockland he thanked the 
residents for attending the meeting so the Town can continue to successfully operate during the next 
fiscal year beginning July 1, 2023.  Mr. Henderson explained that in the Annual Town Meeting 
when he gets to the budget Article, it has been the practice for the past several years to take one 
vote for the total amount of the budget.  This saves for calling a total of 56 votes.  He will be asking 
the voters if they have an objection to taking one vote for the total budget.  However, if there is a 
particular budget or budgets that someone wishes to talk about or has a question, we will take those 
budgets one by one and then vote on the total amount.  He explained that when he arrives at Article 
#3, he would like to take a couple of minutes.  He will allow voters to look at the budget.  Town 
Administrator Doug Lapp will give a short overview of the budget.  After that, if the answers to the 
questions have been answered or if there are no questions or objections, we will vote on the total 
budget. We will also be voting on the Water Dept. Budget which is Article #10 and the Sewer Dept. 
Budget which is Article #11 as their funds come from Water and Sewer Revenue.   
 
The Moderator asked all to stand for the salute to the flag led by our Veteran Agent Tim White and 
remain standing for a moment of silence.  Father Hickey from Holy Family Church delivered the 
invocation.  Moderator Henderson acknowledged all our deceased town officials and employees 
who faithfully served the Town of Rockland, for all our deceased Veterans who served in the 
Armed Forces and to all our deceased residents who died since our last annual meeting.  
  
The Moderator stated that the Special Town Meeting and the Annual Town Meeting were being 
videotaped by WRPS.  He proceeded to request that any persons not registered to vote in the Town 
of Rockland should be seated in the first three rows to his left. He stated that anyone who wished to 
speak must raise their hand, wait to be recognized and proceed to the microphone down front, state 
their name and address and then proceed. Each speaker would be allowed up to 5 minutes to speak 
on any item and would not be allowed to speak again until any others had spoken on the item. 
 
He introduced those seated on stage; Town Clerk Liza Landy, Town Administrator Doug Lapp, 
Town Counsel Attorney John Clifford, Land Use Counsel Anthony Reilly, Attorney Robert Galvin 
will be here later and Town Accountant Scott Curtis.  He then acknowledged the newly elected 
officials from the April 8th election; Select Board Members Michael O’Loughlin and John Ellard, 
Board of Assessors Member Dennis Robson, Board of Health Members, Robert Stephens for three 
years and Ken Lewis for one year term, Housing Authority Member John Davis, Library Trustees 
Deb Cousley and Christine Gauthier, Park Commissioner Brian Martin, Planning Board Member 
Charles Williams III,  School Committee Member Jaime Hennessey, Sewer Commissioner Charles 
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Heshion, Water Commissioners, David Saucier for three year term and Deb Dooner for a one year 
term.  
He continued and introduced the Finance Committee and the Capital Planning Committee.  Finance 
Committee Chair John Pumphrey, Vice Chair Julia Shaffer, Robert MacDonald, Susan Gaines, Cara 
O’Neil, Megan Rooney, William Stewart, our newest member who is just about to graduate from 
Providence College Nick LaBollita, Bill Principe who also serves on Capital Planning Committee 
and Linda Sternfelt who also serves on the Capital Planning Committee.  The members of the 
Capital Planning Committee are Christopher Fulton, Chair Richard Harris, Douglas Walo and 
Lauren White.  There are many openings on the Finance Committee, please contact the Town 
Moderator or the Town Clerk’s Office.  The Town of Rockland should be proud of the citizens who 
volunteer to serve as members of the Finance Committee and Capital Planning Committee.  
Moderator Henderson recognized two members of the Finance Committee.  The first was Mr. 
Joseph Gambon who served 14 years and had just resigned. Second was Mrs. Julia Shaffer who first 
began serving in 1988 as Julia Asci has resigned.  The Moderator thanked both for the time they 
have given to the Finance Committee. 
 
Town Moderator Kevin Henderson explained that in many of the Articles tonight you will see that 
the Capital Planning Committee has reviewed articles with capital expenditures over $50,000 and a 
useful life of at least 5 years with inclusion in a five-year Capital Improvement plan.  Many of those 
articles are in the Town Meeting tonight and were required to be reviewed by the Capital Planning 
Committee which was explained by Chairman Richard Harris at a recent Selectmen’s meeting and 
were entered in the Warrant by the Board of Selectmen. 
 
The Moderator then requested that his counters come forward and be sworn in. The three counters 
were Christine Campanile, Ken Wahlstrom and Craig Maroney. 
 
At 7:24 p.m. Moderator Henderson indicated he would welcome a Motion to Adjourn the Annual 
Town Meeting for the purpose of returning to the Special Town Meeting.   Received a motion that 
was 2nd.  Quorum being present the Special Town Meeting was called to order.  Special Town 
Meeting Articles were voted upon.  Moderator Henderson again indicated that he would entertain a 
motion to dissolve the Special Town Meeting.  Received a motion with a 2nd.  Special Town 
Meeting ended.  
 
With a quorum being present, Town Moderator called the Annual Town Meeting, back to order and 
the Town Moderator recognized Linda Sternfelt from the Finance Committee to speak.  She made a 
Motion and the Town voted that all articles be taken in the order in which they are printed.  She 
made another Motion with a 2nd that the first action of each Article will be on the Finance 
Committee’s recommendation the Town voted.  Another Motion was made to reconvene the annual 
Town Meeting to Tuesday, May 2, 2023, at 7:30 p.m. in the same auditorium if the meeting did not 
finish.  Motion was seconded and voted.   The Moderator announced that he was ready to begin the 
Town Meeting.  A resident from the audience asked that he recount the votes to the Motion to 
reconvene the Meeting to Tuesday, May 2, 2023. Moderator took another vote on the Motion to 
Reconvene and asked for the counters to come forward.  141 Yes votes - 163 No votes.  Annual 
Town meeting will not reconvene.  Another motion with a second was made to reconsider the 
Motion to take Articles in Order.   223 Yes votes – 84 No votes.  Motion with a second to take the 
Articles out of order and take Article #84 first. 
 
Article #84 came first.  Town Moderator read the accompanying Motion.  The Town voted not to 
approve the borrowing of money to build a new fire station.  Motion with a 2nd Unanimously voted 
to not reconsider Article #84. 
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At this time the Annual Town meeting resumed with Article #1.

Two thousand twenty-three was another eventful year for the Town of Rockland.  Early in the year, the Town 
agreed to accept ownership of the Mt. Pleasant Cemetery, located off Pleasant and Liberty Streets, on behalf 
of the Town.  This action was required as there were no officers of the cemetery corporation that were able to 
continue caring for the cemetery.  This action was later formally concluded at the Annual Town Meeting in 
May 2023, followed by another vote of the Board of Selectmen.  The Town is currently managing the 
cemetery with the assistance of the Town of Hanover’s Department of Public Works and is in the planning 
stages to fully take over operations in the coming fiscal year. 
 

During the past year the Town was very actively engaged in opposing the Cannabis Control Commission’s 
(CCC) proposed implementation of Chapter 180 of the Acts of 2022: An Act Relative to Equity in the 
Cannabis Industry.  This law, and the associated CCC’s regulations, implemented one of the most unfair 
pieces of legislation coming out of the State House in recent memory.  Despite the Town’s strong advocacy 
against these regulations, along with the Massachusetts Municipal Association and with towns from across 
the Commonwealth, the CCC’s regulations literally ‘changed the rules of the game’ with respect to marijuana 
dispensary host community agreements.  As a result of this legislation and agency regulations, the Town of 
Rockland is slated to lose millions of dollars, which – due to unfair policies enacted into law by our State 
Legislature – will shift funding away from Rockland taxpayers to go toward marijuana dispensary owner 
profits.  We hope the Legislature will seek corrective legislation to fix this mistake in the future. 
 

The Town spent a considerable amount of time and effort implementing the Board’s priorities with respect to 
the use of Plymouth County American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds.  The Board committed to allocating 
essentially all of the Town’s $3.2 million County ARPA funding specifically for water and sewer 
infrastructure improvements, which provided a welcome jump start to their respective efforts at improving 
this critical infrastructure in town. 
 

The Annual Town Meeting in May 2023 included the standard budget and capital articles and included 
several other important items as well.  Town Meeting successfully voted to remove our Police and Fire 
Departments from the requirements of the State’s Civil Service Commission.  While the Police Department 
was able to be removed effective immediately, the removal of the Fire Department will require state 
Legislative action.  Unfortunately, as of the date of this annual town report, the State Legislature is simply 
ignoring the will of Rockland’s voters in this regard.  Our request for legislative approval, via a Special Act, 
is sitting idle in a legislative committee along with many other towns’ requests for similar legislative relief.  
We hope the Legislature does the right thing, and quickly approves our Special Act request as approved by 
the Board of Selectmen, the Fire Union, and voters at Town Meeting. 
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The highest profile item on the Annual Town Meeting Warrant, and included in the annual Election ballot, 
was the request for approval of new $33.2 million fire station to replace the aging station on Union Street.  
Unfortunately, voters rejected this proposal at both the ballot and at Town Meeting, primarily due to the high 
cost of the project.  While we completely understand the financial burden that this project would have placed 
on voters, its rejection at the ballot and Town Meeting did not solve the problem.  Staff, and the Fire Station 
Building Committee, have been back at work developing alternative plans to address the current deficiencies 
in the station. 
 

A considerable amount of time and effort was expended approving and supporting the application of the 
Town’s first billboard to be located along the side of Rt. 3 near exit 35.  After approval by the Board of 
Selectmen, the applicant was then initially denied approval by the Massachusetts Department of 
Transportation’s Office of Outdoor Advertising.  The Town supported their appeal to the State’s 
Administrative Law Judge, which ultimately overruled the Department of Transportation’s denial.  We look 
forward to the billboard being constructed in the near future. 
 

During the year, the Board approved the Town’s first ever formal governmental mission statement as 
follows: 
 

The Town of Rockland is dedicated to providing exceptional services with integrity, respect and 
professionalism for all its citizens, businesses and visitors.  In doing so, we strive to broaden a sense of 
community through an open and responsive government that is informative, adaptable, and sustainable. 
 

Thank you to the town staff committee that helped develop this recommended mission statement, which 
serves as a daily reminder about the goals and objectives of our organization. 
 

During this time, the Board also approved its first Code of Conduct, which will help to ensure that all Board 
members are aligned with their expectations while serving on the Board. 
 

The Board also approved the Town’s first ever formal Financial Policies.  These were developed and 
recommended by town staff with the assistance of a state technical assistance grant from the Department of 
Revenue.  This document is both a practical internal guide, and a good reference for external entities such as 
credit rating agencies that measure our financial risk when issuing the Town’s general obligation bonds. 
 

The Town held a very high-profile Special Town Meeting in early September 2023.  The primary impetus for 
this meeting was the required adoption of zoning bylaw amendments for Union Point, formerly known as the 
South Weymouth Naval Air Station.  This zoning, which had already been approved in Weymouth and 
Abington, was overwhelmingly approved at Rockland’s Town Meeting by a vote of 241-38, which was well 
in excess of the two-thirds required for passage.  We look forward to continuing to work with the Southfield 
Redevelopment Authority and the Master Developer as they continue to progress through the State 
permitting process. 
 

During this time, Town staff also began work on a regional initiative with neighboring towns to explore the 
possibility of expanding the Massachusetts Water Resources Authority (MWRA) water distribution to our 
region of the state.  This is a long-term study that will progress well into 2024. 
 

Later in the year, the Board reorganized by reappointing Michael O’Loughlin as Chair and by appointing 
Tiffanie Needham as Vice Chair. 
 

Town staff spent a great deal of time during the year working on a feasibility study to construct a new 
Recreation and Community Center to be located at Hartsuff Park, in an effort to relocate the operations at the 
McKinley Building to a new, modern facility.  The staff committee spent a great deal of time with the 
architect and conducted numerous public outreach meetings.  By the close of calendar year 2023 the final 
report and recommendation had not yet been completed.  It is anticipated that it will be presented to the 
Board in early 2024. 
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As a result of the national migration crisis at the country’s southern border, Massachusetts realized a 
significant increase in the number of people – primarily women and children – from other countries seeking 
asylum.  The State is using hotels throughout the Commonwealth, including one in Rockland, for this 
specific purpose.  Our Fire, Police, Building, Health and School Departments have all been working together 
collectively to make sure our local government is prepared to provide safety and support for these families. 
We are also grateful that, although not without controversy, our community came together to embrace this 
opportunity to support these families that have followed the legal process to seek asylum in our country. 
 

Late in the year, the Board was very pleased to hire the Town’s first permanent Town Planner, Allyson 
Quinn.  Allyson hit the ground running and, among other things, will be presenting updated zoning bylaw 
amendments at our upcoming Annual Town Meeting. 
The Town was very sad to see its first Assistant Town Administrator, Jennifer Constable, leave as she 
pursued a new opportunity in a neighboring town.  The Board is very grateful for Jennifer’s professionalism 
and leadership, especially during the turbulent period in early 2019 where she provided much needed 
stability to Town Hall.  We wish Jennifer the best of luck in her new role, and we are confident that she will 
be very successful. 
 

The Board was very pleased to appoint Courtney Bjorgaard as the Town’s new Assistant Town Administrator.  
Courtney was most recently employed at the South Shore Chamber of Commerce and the South Shore 
Economic Development Corporation, and prior to that with the National Conference of State Legislatures in 
Washington, D.C.  We are very excited to have Courtney on board and look forward to her contributions in 
the future. 
 

In closing, we would like to express our sincere appreciation for all of the hard work from our Executive 
Assistant, Susan Ide.  We greatly appreciate her knowledge, experience and customer service on behalf of the 
Board.

Fiscal Year 2023 Real and Personal Property Tax Levy: $   44,678,414.56 
      

The property tax levy is the revenue the community can raise through real and personal property 
taxes and is the largest source of revenue for the Town of Rockland. The property tax levy for 
Fiscal Year 2023 was $44,678,414.56 representing approximately 51.6% of the town’s total 
budget of $86,638,365.30 for Fiscal Year 2023. The residential share of the property tax levy 
was 81.1%, while commercial, industrial, and personal property accounted for 18.9% of the levy. 
 

It is the Assessors’ responsibility to establish fair market value for all properties in the Town of 
Rockland. Fiscal Year 2023 was an interim valuation year and the Assessors adjusted property 
values in accordance with real estate sales from calendar year 2021. According to Department of 
Revenue guidelines, property values should fall within a range of 10% plus or minus of 100% 
fair market value. Arms-length sales were classified and analyzed, market trends were identified, 
and the new parameters were applied consistently to all properties. 
 

The Commissioner of the Department of Revenue approved the total valuation of the Town of 
Rockland for Fiscal Year 2022 at $2,935,506,870 with a uniform tax rate of $15.22 per thousand 
dollars of assessment. Fiscal Year 2023 assessments can be accessed through the Town of 
Rockland website at https://rockland-ma.gov/359/Board-of-Assessors and are also available at 
the Assessors’ Office at Town Hall. 
 

The Board of Assessors regretfully acknowledges our outgoing Director of Assessing, Rachael 
A. Carlisle. We are grateful for her dedication to the Town of Rockland over the past year and 
wish her success in her new role as she continues her career in the Assessing field. We welcome 
our new Director of Assessing, Meg Peterson. Meg came to Rockland nearly two years ago with 
valuable experience and is continuing to attend seminars and conferences to stay up to date on 
Massachusetts General Laws pertaining to the Assessing field. This knowledge allows us to 
consistently provide the best support and assistance to our residents. Meg continues to be a solid 
member of the Assessing department and looks forward to her new position. We would also like 
to thank our Senior Administrative Assistant, Annette Murray, for her hard work and dedication. 
With nearly ten years of experience with the Town of Rockland, Annette continues to be an asset 
to the Assessing department.

The Board of Health respectfully submits the following report to the citizens of Rockland. It is 
the Board’s responsibility to promote and protect public and environmental health within the 
community by enacting policies, implementing programs, enforcing regulations, and providing 
preventive services for the residents of Rockland. The Board of Health provides inspectional 
services for food safety, public/semipublic pools, housing, and camps.  Annually, the Board of 
Health issues permits for food service and retail food establishments, including mobile vendors, 
one day caterers, caterers, commercial kitchen; tobacco retailers; trash haulers; septage haulers & 
installers; and private wells. 
 
The Board consists of three members, who meet publicly on a regular basis to conduct 
departmental business. This year we are joined by 2 new Board Members: Kenneth Lewis who is 
a long time Rockland resident and has years of property management knowledge and, Robert 
Stephens, born in Brockton but moved around a lot and had the pleasure of growing up all over 
the south shore. He is licensed as a heavy equipment operator and certified as a tax preparer, but 
his main profession now is landscaping, whenever he’s not playing the clarinet, saxophone, or 
percussion in his spare time.  We send a sincere thank you to Christine Stuart for her 6+ 
dedicated years of service on the Board.  
 
The Board continues to work with various vendors in furthering its recycling outreach programs.  
The South Shore Recycling Cooperative is continually providing its member towns with diverse 
recycling opportunities.   
 
The Board of Health promotes for residents to utilize the Rockland Trash App. In lieu of the 
printed and mailed out trash schedules, the Rockland Health Agent collaborated with Re-Collect 
to create a trash app.  Rockland residents are urged to use this helpful tool to receive scheduled 
alerts when there is a delay in service or for residents to notify the office directly if they have an 
issue with service.  
 
Health Agent Delshaune Flipp is truly grateful for the residents of Rockland who continue to 
support the Rockland Recycling Center repairs. Without the Highway Superintendent Dave 
Taylor’s experience and the Highway Department staff, these repairs would not have happened 
efficiently. 
 
The Board extends its sincere thanks and gratitude to all departments for their cooperation, with 
specific thanks to all the 1st responders, Rockland Fire and Police Departments, Peter Ewell and 
his staff at the Park Department, and Dave Taylor and his staff at the Highway Department for 
their continued support.

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            2023 REPORT OF SOUTH SHORE RECYCLING COOPERATIVE 
 

The South Shore Recycling Cooperative (SSRC) is a voluntary association of South Shore towns. It was established by Intermunicipal Agreement 
and Special Legislation in 1998 to help member towns improve their recycling programs, and reduce the amount, toxicity, and cost of disposal. 
 

Eighteen towns are SSRC Members: Abington, Braintree, Cohasset, Duxbury, East Bridgewater, Hanover, Hanson, Hingham, Hull, Kingston, 
Middleborough, Norwell, Pembroke, Plymouth, Rockland, Scituate, Weymouth, and Whitman. Representatives from each member town are 
appointed by Chief Elected Official(s). 
 

In FY23, the SSRC raised $94,646: $87,300 from Member Town dues, $3,310 in sponsorships, $4,000 in grant funding, and $36 in interest. 
 

Total expense was $85,473. This paid for the services of the Executive Director, the Hazardous Waste Specialist, and assessors, and for waste 
reduction and recycling activities that benefit our member towns detailed below. 
 

In addition to services and advocacy outlined below, membership in the SSRC saved /earned Member Towns more than $252,804 in CY2023.  
The SSRC celebrated its 25th anniversary in May, headlined by MassDEP Commissioner Bonnie Heiple. Municipal, legislative and DEP leaders, 
vendor-sponsors and past board members attended. 
 

MATERIALS MANAGEMENT 
 

Household Hazardous Waste Collections - Capacity of vendors to conduct household hazardous waste (HHW) events continues to be tight. 
Anticipating a continued supply shortage, the SSRC is in the process of planning a regional HHW Depot to replace most of our “pop-up” events. 
SSRC applied for and was awarded a grant of $250,000 from MassDEP, as well as technical assistance. Additional funds will be raised from other 
sources. The Hanover Transfer Station is being considered to host the facility. 
 

The SSRC arranges for and administers Household Hazardous Waste Collections on behalf of its Member Towns. It coordinated multi-town 
collections for twelve of our Member Towns in 2023, creating further savings. Member Towns saved staff time to contract, schedule, publicize and 
staff collections. The Executive Director, Hazardous Waste Specialist and/or HHW Assessors assisted at all events. The Executive Director 
coordinates the billing. 
 

1,832 residents attended our twelve collections in 2023. The reciprocity policy also enabled 668 of those residents to attend other Member Towns’ 
collections. This arrangement qualifies member towns for additional MassDEP Recycling Dividend Program points and earned them an extra 
$30,330 in the 2023 grant cycle. 
 

In addition to the convenience of access to eleven events for Member Town residents, the total cost savings, and benefits of the HHW program in 
2023 is estimated at $74,710. 
 

General Recyclables – The “blended value” of traditional recyclables (paper, cardboard, bottles and containers) was steadier than usual in 2023, 
starting the year at $10.32/ton, and ending at $36.56/ton. This value is usually deducted from the ~$105/ton processing cost (sorting, baling and 
delivery to end markets). The average net cost of mixed recycling was about $71/ton, which is still less than the cost of disposal, which averaged 
$93/ton. 
 

The SSRC Director continues to monitor and report market fluctuations, seek out advantageous vendor options and pricing, and assist with resident 
education to improve material quality. 
 

The Director is pursuing regulatory and legislative relief to achieve fairer, more transparent pricing, as well as total relief from these costs through a 
packaging and paper producer responsibility bill. 
 

In December the Director released a bid for pre-sorted recyclables, as well as transfer station hauling and construction, demolition and bulky waste. 
This provides lower pricing and the convenience of not having to bid these services out individually. 
 

Other Materials – The SSRC has enabled its members to save money, find better service and/or earn rebates for such things as: 
-Glass- connected seven Member towns with a new glass recycling facility in Hopedale, which offered to pay for pre-sorted material. Negotiated a 
reduction in cost with the vendor which most of the towns use from $40/ton to zero. Potential savings to those towns is $52,000-$71,000/year. 
 

-Textiles – SSRC connected Member Towns with a new service provider (BBBSF) that pays our Towns (General Funds) higher per-ton rebates than 
the Towns were receiving, as well as curbside service with a smaller rebate, providing more options for collection. SSRC negotiated a rebate increase 
from $100/ton to $160/ton with BST, our mainstay dropoff service provider. (Tonnage and rebate data from BBBSF had not been received by date of 
publication and is not included in the total reported savings.) 
 

-Books- SSRC introduced a service provider, BSB, for book collection that pays $40/ton to the Towns. The service provider that they had been, or 
still are, using pays no rebates. 
 

-Tires – Collaborated with Plymouth County Mosquito Control on 4 free tire collections. Residents throughout the service area recycled 884 tires 
through the program, saving them and their towns about $5K. 
 

-Mattresses – SSRC set up multitown curbside collections for our eleven towns that don’t provide that service. 2600 households recycled 3472 
mattresses at a reasonable cost. The Director conducted a Request for Quotes for the service, resulting in 3 quotes. This confirmed that Towns and 
residents were being charged the lowest rates available. 
 

PUBLIC OUTREACH 
Radio Public Service Announcements – With funding from MassDEP and Covanta SEMASS, the SSRC aired 8 PSAs for 6 weeks with WATD FM 
and its 2 sister stations. They covered “bring your own bag”, textiles, proper preparation of recyclables, plastics, and composting. In addition to 
educating residents, this helped our towns to qualify for MassDEP incentive grant funding. Listen at ssrcoop.info/radio-ads/ 
 

Website - ssrcoop.info provides both general and town-specific recycling and household hazardous waste collection information, meeting minutes 
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and annual reports, a monthly newsletter, and links to other sites. Traffic increased 14% over 2022, with 86,870 page views by 42,794 visitors in 
2023. 76% of visitors were new, same as for 2022. 
 
 

Facebook: The SSRC posts waste reduction and recycling tips regularly on its Facebook page, which has 659 followers. 
 

Press Contacts - The SSRC is a resource to and a presence in print, web and cable media. 
 

Resident Contacts – The Director fielded hundreds of calls and emails from residents and businesses in 2023. Most were about hazardous waste, but 
she also advised how to properly dispose of everything from hockey tape to carpet, taxidermy to couches. She also mentors Cohasset Middle School 
students doing research projects each semester. 
 

ADVICE, ASSISTANCE AND NETWORKING 
The Executive Director’s help is frequently sought by the solid waste managers. She stays current on local and national solid waste issues, attending 
conferences, meetings, and webinars, visiting local disposal and recycling facilities, and reading professional publications. She provided requested 
advice and help on a wide range of issues, including single stream contracts and invoices, safe lithium battery disposal, fee setting and illegal tire 
dumping, to name a few. 
 

Grant assistance - The SSRC helped ten Member Towns submit their MassDEP Data Surveys and/or Grant applications. Maximizing grant funds is a 
frequent topic at our Board meetings. Our Member Towns were collectively awarded $231,200 in MassDEP grants. Funds may be used for a broad 
range of recycling-related equipment, outreach, activity, memberships, and conferences, and for hazardous waste management costs. 
 

Membership in SSRC qualified our Member Town’s for an additional $79,230 in Recycling Dividend Program funds. 
 

Newsletter - The SSRC emailed eight SSRC News issues, posted at ssrcoop.info/newsletters/ to 1,768 subscribers (up from 1,521 in 2022), including 
many residents. The open rate averages 59%. They cover a wide range of topics, including local, state, and national waste issues, how to be a better 
recycler, and where our materials go. 
 

ADVOCACY 
The Executive Director promotes legislation the Board deems beneficial to its solid waste programs. She works with our Beacon Hill delegation and 
is an active adviser to the Mass. Product Stewardship Council. 2023’s focus legislation concerns packaging/paper, mattress and paint producer 
responsibility, and Material Recovery Facility (MRF) transparency in contracting with municipalities. She testified at the hearings on those bills. She 
also provided written testimony supporting an updated bottle bill that would encompass wine and liquor bottles, nips, and noncarbonated beverage 
containers, and raise the deposit to 10¢. See our Advocacy page at ssrcoop.info/advocacy/ for more information. 
 

The Director represents the Board on the MassDEP Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC). She is advocating for more detailed reporting 
requirements by recycling processors in discussions with MassDEP, and for the establishment of an official Hazardous Waste subcommittee to the 
SWAC. 
 

The SSRC exists to assist its member towns in improving their solid waste disposal and recycling functions. It always welcomes suggestions on how 
it can better serve its members.

I hereby submit the Annual Report of the Building Department for the year 2023. 
 

During the year the Commissioner reviewed and issued 840 Building Permits and conducted approximately 989 
inspections. The scope of these permits ranged from Detached Single-Family Dwellings, Attached Townhouse style 
Single Family Units, Commercial Buildings as well as Residential and Commercial Remodeling work.     
 

Building Permit Fees collected totaled $269,722.00 which reflected a construction value of approximately $34,727,256.00

Inspections made throughout the year also include approximately 53 Certificates of Compliance issued to establishments 
such as schools, restaurants, bars, hotels, day care centers and multi-Family Structures and Fire Escapes for an inspection 
fee income of 
 

The Building Department also has a local inspector on board to cover the requirement of inspecting multi-family homes 
and fire escapes. David Kulikowski has done inspections on multi-Family housing units and Town Buildings to bring 
them into compliance as well as assist the Building Commissioner with some of his inspection requirements. 
 

The Building Department has online permitting which allows contractors and homeowners the ability to apply for a 
Building permit from their home or office.

I hereby submit the annual report of the Rockland Conservation Commission (the Commission) for the year 
2023. 
 

The Commission continues to serve an important role in the community and within the Commonwealth of 
Massachusetts as they are the Administrator of the state’s Wetlands Protection Act, M.G.L. Chapter 131, 
Section 40 (the Act), the MA Stormwater Regulations & Standards and the local Wetlands Protection By-Law 
in the Town of Rockland (Chapter 407 - the Bylaw).  Under these laws, the Commission processes applications 
to permit work in or near vegetated wetlands, floodplains, rivers, riverfront areas, streams, and wildlife habitat 
including vernal pools.  The Commission is charged with the responsibility to protect the eight public interests 
that wetland resource areas provide the residents and businesses of the Town of Rockland including:  protection 
of public and private water supplies; groundwater supply; flood control; storm damage prevention; prevention 
of pollution; and protection of fisheries and wildlife habitat. 
   

The six-member volunteer board generally meets in person once during the month.  The Commissioners that 
notably continue to serve the community include:

Ronald Brunelle, Member    Deborah Robie, Member 
    
Mr. Golemme, Ms. Pratt, Ms. Judge, and Ms. Hoffman are long-standing Commissioners, volunteering their 
valuable time, experience, and town-wide knowledge in the protection of Rockland’s valuable wetland 
resources and water supplies.  Ms. Robie served her third full year on the Commission in 2023 and Mr. Brunell 
served his second full year of service on the Commission as a full Member in 2023. 
   
During 2023, the Commission investigated all citizen complaints regarding potential wetland violations; 
considered and issued Certificates of Compliance; Determinations of Applicability; Orders of Conditions; 
Orders of Conditions and facilitated permit compliance monitoring for several projects in the community. 
Through M.G.L Chapter 44 Section 53G, the Commission collects Consultant Review Fees from applicants to 
hire technical experts in the fields of permitting, wetland science, stormwater management, and wildlife biology 
to review and render professional opinions during the public hearing process to ensure each decision made by 
the Commission follows the state regulations and locally Bylaw and protects the interests provided by the 
wetland resource areas. 
   
The Commission continues to manage land owned and managed by the Rockland Conservation Commission 
including the Rockland Town Forest and McCarthy’s Farm.  Representing the Commission, Lorraine Pratt 
provided valuable guidance and support to the Rockland Open Space Committee throughout 2023.  Charlene 
Judge, a long-standing Commissioner is Vice Chair who stands in to run public meetings when needed.

I hereby submit the annual report of the Rockland Emergency Management Department for the 
year 2023. 
 
The year 2023 was a slow year for the Rockland Emergency Management Department. The 
effects of the COVID-19 Virus have become manageable as more and more people become 
vaccinated. The winter was reasonably tame, with very little snowfall and no major storms. We 
also escaped the threat and damage of the tropical storms and hurricanes that hit our area. 
 
A crisis that the department responded to was the State's declared emergency for the housing of 
migrants entering the country. In mid-October 2023, one of the hotels in town was declared a 
shelter for migrant housing and received several families. As the Director of the Emergency 
Management Department, I used emergency management funds to procure everyday, necessary 
items that they would require to live a healthier life in our community. This decision to purchase 
supplies came under much scrutiny. Migrant sheltering and border control is a hotly debated 
topic. Unfortunately, the people caught in the middle are those who are the neediest, the migrants 
and, whether people agree or disagree with the political issues, they are still human beings and 
should be treated as such.  
 
Rockland has always been a great place to live and raise a family. We are a diverse and 
multicultural community that takes of each other. It has been that way my entire life, and I plan 
to keep it that way. 
 
I urge ALL residents to register on the town's emergency notification system. Please enter your 
home telephone, mobile telephone, and email information to ensure you receive any emergency 
notifications from the town.

I hereby submit the annual report of the Rockland Fire Department for the year 2023 
 

THE ANNUAL REPORT 
 

The Rockland Fire Department responded to a total of 3,627 requests for emergency services in 2023. The 
town’s ambulances responded to 2,688 of the department's requests for emergencies. Of those 2,688 medical-
related responses, the ambulances transported 2,175 patients to local hospitals.  
 

The following chart is a breakdown of Rockland Fire Department Responses:

Compared to the last two years, the Rockland Fire Department responded to fewer incidents in 2023. I feel this 
correlates to the residents being healthier and safer. Despite this decreased number of incidents, we remain one 
of the busiest Fire Departments on the South Shore. 
  
Emergency Medical Response incidents remain the busiest incident type to which we respond. Rockland Fire 
Department EMTs and Paramedics are called to incidents ranging from minor scrapes and bruises to life-
threatening injuries and medical conditions. I am proud that RFD personnel provide excellent care with the 
utmost compassion. The residents of Rockland should be comforted in knowing that educated and talented 
medical professionals are available to treat them in their time of need. 
  
As the number of medical-related incidents continues to increase, the number of structure fires to which the 
department responds has remained low. This is a direct result of the RFD's numerous fire prevention programs. 
Each year, the Deputy Fire Chief and Fire Prevention Officer perform hundreds of inspections and 
investigations of properties throughout town. For example in 2023, 209 homes were inspected to ensure proper 
smoke and carbon monoxide detectors were in place when the home was sold as required by state law. Fire 
prevention officers also inspect and test fire alarms and sprinkler systems in new or renovated buildings 
throughout the town. Our number one goal is to ensure Rockland residents and visitors are safe from the threat 
of fires.  
 

Occasionally, you may notice another town's ambulance or fire engine performing work in Rockland. When a 
major emergency occurs or due to the number of simultaneous incidents, the Rockland Fire Department relies 
heavily on neighboring fire departments and emergency responders to assist.   This type of mutual aid allows us 
to keep the residents protected and ensure that emergencies are responded to in a timely manner. Rockland Fire 
personnel will also often respond to other towns to assist them in their times of need. 
 

Not only does the Rockland Fire Department rely on assistance from other communities, but the majority of the 
help we receive is from other Town of Rockland Departments. Daily, RFD firefighters interact with personnel 
from other departments, such as the Rockland Police Department. The mutual respect the fire and police 
departments have for one another creates a safe and effective working environment for both agencies. However, 
it is not only the police department that we work with. Other departments such as the Rockland Highway 
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Department, Board of Health, Building Department and Building Inspectors, and Town Hall personnel help us 
keep the town safe. Thank you to all of the departments that assist us throughout the year.  
 

Department personnel had an opportunity to participate in the Rockland High School Mock Car Crash 
demonstration. This demonstration enforces the message to High School Seniors about the dangers and 
consequences of drinking and driving. RFD members, along with the Rockland Police, Boston Medflight, and 
other community members, role-played in a mock crash that was the result of alcohol consumption. RHS 
students role-played the victims. This is a sobering event that hits home with all of the students.  
 

 
 

The Rockland Fire Department has been contracting its fire dispatch duties through the Holbrook Regional 
Communications Center (HRECC) for the past four years. The team at the HRECC handles all of our 
communications, starting with answering 911 calls. Professionally trained emergency dispatchers take 911 calls, 
provide medical and emergency instructions over the phone, and then notify us of where to respond. 
Throughout an incident, Rockland emergency responders have dedicated dispatchers monitoring and logging 
emergency radio communications. The HRECC personnel ensure that requests for resources and additional help 
are immediately responded to and filled. Thank you to the HRECC for your hard work and dedication to 
Rockland. 
 

The Rockland Fire Department was fortunate to receive additional grant funding in 2023. The following grants 
were received:  

- FEMA Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program  - $82,057.14 for training all department members 
on forcible entry tactics and elevator emergencies. 

- MA Department of Fire Services – Fire Equipment Grant - $11,029.53 – Firefighting nozzles, 
thermal imaging camera, and rescue lift aire bags. 

- MA Department of Fire Services – SAFE and Sr. SAFE Grant - $6,658 – Public Education Grant 
 

Thank you to Firefighter Marc Oshry for his talent with grant writing. The funds and equipment he has brought 
into the department are incredible.  
 

Another grant program that the RFD participates in is the Massachusetts Student Awareness of Fire Education 
(S.A.F.E.) Grant and also the Senior S.A.F.E. Grant program. These grants allow the Rockland Fire Department 
to provide fire safety education to school children in all the public and private schools located in Rockland and 
educate the community's older adults. Firefighter Rob Creighton coordinates this program and has successfully 
received three years of State grant funding. Rob can often be seen at the local schools teaching the SAFE 
curriculum and having fun with the children as he shows them the fire truck and firefighting gear. In addition to 
school-related programs, Firefighter Creighton coordinates the annual Fire Prevention Open House. The 
Rockland Firefighters help Rob create an incredible event showcasing the Fire Department’s equipment, 
medical devices, and training props. The Open House has been coordinated to be part of Rockland’s annual Fall 
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Festival, allowing us to present to a much larger audience. I have to give a huge thank you to everyone 
involved, especially the Rockland Firefighters, for making these events a great success.

FIRE STATION 
 

The Fire Station, located at 360 Union Street, continues to be home to the Rockland Fire Department. The 
original portion of the building (the three northern bays) was built in 1938 with an addition (the three southern 
bays) being built in 1978. This building has served the town well for nearly 86 years but has become too small 
to house a modern fire department. The building can no longer comfortably fit or store the modern-day fire 
trucks and equipment required to operate a fire department. Additionally, today’s workforce is substantially 
different and more diverse than that of the fire department housed 30 years, never mind 85 years ago. We 
welcome and encourage diversity within the workforce, and our station should reflect that mindset. The era of 
large open bunk rooms and limited privacy needs to change.  
 

At the April 2023 Elections and May 2023 Town Meeting, we presented a new fire station project to be voted 
on. Unfortunately, the residents of Rockland did not support the fire station project and, on both occasions, 
voted it down. We continue to push and work toward a new station. The firefighters deserve a safe and 
accommodating workplace. I invite all residents to visit the fire station. During your visit, ask yourself if you 
feel safe and if you would want to work in the current conditions.

Your Fire Department consists of the Chief, Deputy Chief, 2 Captains, 3 Lieutenants, 24 full-time firefighters, 
two part-time Fire Alarm attendants, and 1 Executive Assistant.

On September 29, 2023, Firefighter Caio Costa graduated from the Massachusetts Fire Academy, earning the 
certification of Firefighter I/II. 
 

Congratulations to the new graduates. We are extremely proud of your accomplishments. 
 

On October 23, 2023, Firefighter/Paramedic Dean Pacini started his career with the Rockland Fire Department. 
Firefighter Pacini was hired off the Massachusetts Civil Service list for firefighters. Dean, welcome to the RFD 
Family! 
 

Firefighters Jonathan Conso and Madison resigned from the department to pursue other career opportunities.  
 

At the May 2023 Town Meeting, the voters of Rockland approved an article to remove the Rockland Fire 
Department from the MA Civil Service System. The MA Civil Service System is a broken and defunct system 
that needs a major overhaul. Being removed from the Civil Service System will allow the Fire Department to 
hire from a broader range of candidates, including town residents and military veterans. The department will 
also have a less restrictive and more realistic process for promoting personnel to higher ranks. Unfortunately, 
for the fire department to be wholly removed from Civil Service, as voted by the residents, the MA Legislature 
must approve and vote in the affirmative. Rockland has filed the required reports and special petitions to the 
legislature for a vote. To everyone’s dismay, our request is being ignored and stonewalled, especially by our 
own State House Representative David DeCoste. We will continue to fight to gain the needed votes, but we 
must put pressure on those who are supposed to represent us and not their own agendas. I want to thank Senator 
John Keenan for supporting our endeavor to leave the Civil Service System.   Senator Keenan remains steadfast 
to his constituents.   

DEPARTMENT REVENUE 
 

The Town of Rockland uses COMSTAR Medical Billing to perform all duties associated with ambulance 
billing. The Fire Department's Executive Assistant, Christine MacPherson, oversees and coordinates all 
ambulance billing. In the calendar year of 2023, the Town of Rockland received $1,340,056.51 in ambulance 
billing fees and another $19,120.00 in permit fees. These collected monies go to the town’s general fund and 
support all town budgets.

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HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT  
  
The Honorable Board of Selectmen and Citizens of Rockland:  
 

The following is a report of the Highway Department for the year 2023.  
 

Road Projects:  
 

We continued to work at Spring, Summer, and Beech Street. Spring Street, we added curbing along the Market 
Street end to help with drainage issues. Also added raised driveway aprons due to drainage issues and to help 
with proposed new height of finished pavement. Summer intersection, we had to lift curbing and walks, as well 
as ADA warning ramps to meet new ADA compliancy. New warning pads were added and raised driveway 
aprons due to drainage issues and proposed new height of finished pavement. Beech Street, we continued with 
new granite curbing and walks on even side of the street. Replaced and/or refurbished all water gates and gas 
gates. All drainage was updated. Many catch basins were completely rebuilt. All the main drainage trunk lines 
were jetted and cleaned. Significant drainage work was completed on the backside of Beech Street heading 
towards Hanson. (See Drainage).  
 

Top of Beech Street, Standpipe, to Morningside Drive was full reclamation and 3.5 inch of asphalt binder 
installed. Driveway aprons were raised and completed. Spring Street, Summer Street intersection and Beech 
Street to Industrial Way had an asphalt shim coat installed. The original mix by contractor did not meet Town 
specs and was replaced by shim coat per warranty. The topcoat will be installed in 2024 from 150 feet in from 
Market to new Binder coat at Top of Beech.   

 
 

(Funds used: Town Article, National Grid revolving, Aggregate warranty, Drainage funds and Chapter 90)  
 

North Union, VFW Drive and Hatherly Road area as well as Weymouth and Pleasant Street intersection and 
Weymouth Street from Reservoir Drive to Town Line had a shim coat installed to help alleviate these problem 
areas. Topcoat will be installed in 2024 due to some unforeseen infrastructure issues.   
 

(Funds used: Town Article Marijuana funds, Chapter 90, and Drainage funds)  
  
Recycle Center: Removed old asphalt and concrete from front lot. Regarded entire area. Added 3 inches of 
asphalt binder to area. Upgraded drainage in this vicinity. Striped out area and will add future signage. We 
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continue to grind up brush. This year we did a double grind to produce mulch. We offered a delivery service for 
residents to try and get rid of the product. The Town has a hard time getting rid of woodchips and this was our 
answer. The system worked out this year and we were able to use more than half of all product ground. We will 
continue next year. Woodchips, mulch, loam, and compost are available to Town residents.   
 

Traffic signs and street striping:  
 

We continued this year updating street signage. Street signs, warning signs and safety signs were updated in 
some regards. We installed radar/speed limit LED solar signs on Pond Street, Salem Street, and East Water 
Street. Street striping continued on all main roads this year. High visible epoxy on new roads is used and oil-
based paint on older roads. All crosswalks are painted in June and August before school starts.   
 

Miscellaneous:   
 

Highway Facility improvements: Continued with drainage improvements at our lot. Completed Town Fuel 
system depot for all of Town vehicles. Started grading and paving rear areas of lot in preparation of paving. 
Roof repairs were needed on three buildings. Future roof work will be needed on buildings 2 and 3.   
 

 
 
Rockland Recreation: Worked alongside Rockland Recreation on projects at McKinley School and Hartsuff 
Park areas. Helped with set up and break down of events coordinated by Recreation department.  
 

BOH/Recycle Center: We continued to work on projects at the Recycle Center. We continued to push up leaves 
and brush piles. Oversaw and worked alongside grinding contractor. Continued maintenance on road and front 
lot of Recycle Center.   
 

Library: Worked on front stairs to help alleviate water issues. Also excavated and sealed up old granite 
foundation on front of building. Also coordinated inside rehab work to seal inside of foundation to help with 
water issues.   
 

Equipment: Komatsu loader was purchased. Funded by Town article. Marijuana funds.   
 

Ford F 350 Pickup truck was purchased to replace 2015 F 350 Truck. 2015 Truck was moved over to Snow and 
Ice. Funded by Town article. Marijuana funds.   
 

Ford F 550 dump truck was purchased with sander and plow to replace 1995 Chevy 6500.  
Funded by Town article. Marijuana funds.   
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Grants: WRAP grant. Winter repair grant was completed. We used funds for refurbishment of walkways. 
 

Shared street grant. Grant is for Winter equipment under $30,000. We purchased a Kubota sidewalk 
machine/ATV with plow and sander.   
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TIP. Transportation infrastructure project has been started for VFW Drive and Weymouth Street. We will be at 
25% this year. Project is under Mass DOT.   
 

Mass Works Grant. Is currently in engineering for Hingham Street and Reservoir Drive. Areas will be widened, 
walks added with intersection improvements.   
  

Police and Fire: Multiple calls at odd hours to assist both Police and Fire with accidents, fires, wires down, and 
assist with road closures. Great cooperation between the departments.  
  

Thank you to the Residents for their patience during our multiple projects throughout the year. A special thanks 
to all our Highway staff both in the office and in the field. Also, thanks to the Parks department and all our 
subcontractors.

The Honorable Board of Selectmen and Citizens of Rockland: 
 

The following is a report of the Storm Water Department for the year 2023. 
 

This is the sixth year since we started the Drainage Department and currently have one employee who oversees the MS4 
stormwater permit. 
 

We completed the MS4 stormwater permit which is required every year with the assistance of Environmental Partners. 
We replaced or repaired catch basins, manholes and/or updated headwalls and outfalls on all road projects and any failing 
structures found throughout the year. 
 

Underground Infrastructure: 
 

-Beech Street Project: Continued cleaning the main drainage trunk line.  Inspected all catch basins and manholes starting 
from Summer Street intersection to Rockland/Hanson town line. Any failing structures were rehabbed or rebuilt. New 
catch basins were added on the back side of Beech Hill on both sides of the road to reduce storm runoff. The outlet area 
will be completed next year with riprap, guardrails, and signage. 
 

-Side Roads off Pond Street: This area of town was in the beginning stages of our large drainage project. Catch basins, 
manholes and outlets were vac/jetted and camera work was done to investigate the condition of the system. The 
construction is scheduled to be started next year which will include repairs to catch basins, manholes and drainage pipe. 
 

Ongoing Open Drainage Projects: 
 

-400-900 Hingham Street: We have received multiple phone calls regarding flooding issues on the back side of property 
lines.  We cleared any possible blockage from the brook to alleviate flooding. However, with a significant amount of rain 
throughout the summer months additional work is needed to help resolve the issue. 
 

-Curry/Wright: Due to flooding in this area a temporary above ground catchment area was created, and the project is 
pending engineering. 
 

-North Ave/ Division Street: Significant amount of flooding in the area. Project is pending engineering. 
 

-Forest Street/ West Pleasant: Flooding in the area. Project is pending engineering. 
 

-Market Street/ Concord Street: Flooding in the area. Project is pending engineering. 
 

-Moncrief: Rehab the catchment area to minimize flooding in neighborhood.   

-French Road: We received multiple calls regarding flooding in this area the engineering was completed and waiting on 
approval to begin construction. 
 

We continued vacuuming and jetting catch basins and manholes throughout the town especially after road projects are 
completed.  We also do all flood prone areas multiple times per year and use our catch basin truck to maintain the smaller 
drains.   

We did spring sweeping of all streets and follow up 2-3 times in high traffic areas. Once sweepings are collected, they are 
shipped to our drying area. Once dried we are allowed to mix in with road reclamation during our fall screening/ mixing. 
Which is then used for underlayment’s for various projects. 
 

Consistently updating our GIS system to locate and track maintenance of all drainage. 
 

We continued to add Town Drainage signs throughout the town. 
 

We purchased a new Ford E350 Van which will hold all drainage related equipment and will be used in the field for storm 
water related inspections.

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Tree Department

The following is a report of the Tree Department for the year 2023. 
 

During the past calendar year, the Tree Department was very busy with tree removal and tree trimming. 
 

We took down miscellaneous trees throughout town that were either hazardous or required removal due to 
projects. 
 

Remove fallen trees throughout the year from storms and traffic accidents. 
 

 
 

Tree replacement: replacing street trees on projects 2:1 ratio where we had to remove near road format. Tree 
replaced required a ten-foot set back from format and/or hardscape. 
 

Brush cutting along main roads and deep cutbacks along front and rear of guardrails. 
 

Vegetation control at traffic islands, intersections, utility poles and signage. 
 

Periodic Rail Trail cutback with flail mowers and trimmers. 
 

Chip brush at recycle center and coordinated the removal of debris.  We push back leaves and brush throughout 
the year. 
 

Shrub amnesty program: residents that had shrubs or trees on corners where visibility was an issue, allowed us 
to remove and replace them at different location in yards.

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Rockland Historical Commission 
 
To the honorable Board of Selectmen and the residents of Rockland: 
 
The year 2023 was a very busy year for the RHC and our mission to protect Rockland’s history  as we promote 
awareness and foster interest in its important historical heritage.  This year we launched our Historic Rockland 
(www.historicrockland.org) website, digitized a large volume of our newspaper and photo collections, increased 
our participation in Rockland town-wide activities, and continued our preservation efforts of the Rockland 
Grand Army of the Republic (GAR) Hall and its artifacts.   
 
The RHC expects that our new Historic Rockland website will be a popular resource for all history buffs to 
learn more about the town’s history, including such topics as notable residents, maps, architectural styles, 
buildings, celebrations, events, and links to other historic resources.  Visitors can upload photos and stories to 
help build our galleries and deepen our knowledge and appreciation of Rockland’s rich history.   Please take a 
look! 
 
The RHC continues its mission to preserve Rockland history with our diligent archiving work, which includes 
digitizing thousands of photos and newspapers.  Our archivist has spent countless hours sorting and scanning 
photos and glass negatives in the RHC archives.   In addition, we had access to a large collection of Rockland 
Standard and Rockland Independent newspapers from the 1880s-1930s.   As a result of our efforts Rockland 
now has one of the most comprehensive collections anywhere available for research.  The RHC also 
coordinated the return of the portrait of Elwin T. Wright, founder of the E.T Wright shoe company in 1876 and 
inventor of the famous Arch Preserver shoe.  Thanks to the generosity of his great-granddaughter, the portrait is 
now back home in Rockland! 
 
For years the RHC has had a close partnership with the Hartsuff Post 74 Memorial Association to preserve the 
Grand Army of the Republic (GAR) Hall and its artifacts.   Recent projects have included the replacement of 
the building’s boiler after receiving a Veterans Heritage grant to ensure proper heat to preserve the building and 
its historical archives, as well as collaborating with Rockland’s Community Preservation Committee (CPC) to 
secure funding for major renovations such as repairing and painting of the 2nd floor hall, upgrading electrical 
lighting, switches and wiring, and re-hanging original Civil War portraits.   In 2023 the RHC focused on 
honoring those men who served in the Civil War from East Abington and their significant contributions to the 
growth of Rockland.   Thanks to RHC member Pam Ryan, the stories of these heroes have been publicized after 
the discovery of the GAR’s Civil War Sketch book, including efforts to preserve and digitize this important 
artifact with CPC resources.   Pam also created the Rockland Library’s Art in the Rotunda exhibition of “Faces 
of the Unreturned,” the stories of the Rockland Civil War soldiers who never returned home.  Sponsored by the 
RHC, the exhibition of portraits, photography, and vignettes captured the haunting experiences of these men 
lost to the war, many who ended up buried in distant cemeteries or remain missing in action.   
 
The RHC continues to work with the CPC to identify projects and secure funding for historic preservation.   
This includes focusing not only on valuable artifacts (such as the Civil War Sketch book) but also preservation 
of Rockland properties on the National Register of Historic Places, such as the GAR Hall and the Almshouse.  
Thanks to the generosity of Rockland taxpayers through the Community Preservation Act (CPA), the RHC has 
undertaken preservation of the “Tramp House” located adjacent to the Almshouse on Spring Street.    It was 
built in 1876 to provide shelter for Rockland’s indigent population and those who were traveling through the 
Town.  The Almshouse and Tramp House are important reminders of Rockland’s community concern for the 
poor and indigent, and represented the charitable spirit of a Town blessed by the success and development of 
the shoe industry in the 19th century. We have completed 2 restoration phases which included rebuilding the 
structural support of the building and the porch roof, repairing the fascia trim, and replacing the roof.  In 2023 
the RHC began planning for the next phase to focus on rebuilding the porch, adding the interior floor and 
landscaping, and re-installing the original interior, white-washed wall boards.   
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The annual Holiday Stroll is another opportunity for the RHC to promote Rockland history.  In 2023 the RHC 
expanded our displays and concessions in the GAR Hall and welcomed visitors to enjoy our collection of 
historical photos, house surveys, books, maps, and refreshments.   Visitors enjoyed the newly found gems from 
our archives and the public reaction and interest in historic preservation and Rockland heritage was very 
exciting.  The enthusiasm of Civil War re-enactors and the portrayal of the Civil War era Thomas Nast Santa by 
Rob O’Bryan contributed to large crowds and a festive time for all!    
 
At the Holiday Stroll and throughout the year the RHC promoted the recognition of historic homes in Rockland 
by selling official RHC date plaques.  Any resident who owns a historic home currently registered in the 
archives of the Massachusetts Historical Commission (approx. 300 homes) or with appropriate documentation 
indicating the date of construction can purchase a plaque to be displayed proudly on their house.   For more 
information, please contact the RHC via www.historicrockland.org! 
 
Looking ahead, the RHC is excited for the celebration of Rockland’s Sesquicentennial in 2024!  We began 
working with other town groups to plan several events to recognize the 150th anniversary of the independence of 
East Abington.  Such events will likely include a parade, fireworks, and an old time baseball game.  
 
The RHC would like to thank Rockland residents and civic groups for their support: we encourage residents to 
continue to donate historical items, photos, and documents.  And, of course, the RHC deeply appreciates 
financial donations which help in our mission to preserve this town’s rich historical heritage. 
 
The RHC has welcomed 3 new members over the past few years and is eager to welcome those who are 
interested in Rockland history to join us!   Please check the Town Hall public posting board for monthly 
meeting agenda and location on the 4th Tuesday of each month.

Human Resources was afforded the new training budget on July 1, 2023, and has proved to be very successful offering various levels of 
Excel classes to over forty employees, OSHA 10 Certification to seventeen employees from Highway, Park, Tree and JT Water, Management 
attended a Virtual Leadership Academy on Communication Foundations, Delivering Hard to Hear Feedback and Embracing Critical 
Feedback as well as Discrimination and Harassment and Supervising in a Unionized environment round tables. 
    

The Human Resources Department focuses on recruiting, screening, and assisting department heads and boards with interviewing, hiring, 
performance improvement plans and terminations; and participates in contract negotiations. It also continues to act as the Benefits 
Administrator for health, dental and 457 plans; employee enrollments and terminations; answers employee, retiree, and candidate benefits 
questions by phone and in person; workers’ compensation and injured-on-duty claims; personnel records, and coordinates FMLA and 
COBRA benefits, administers CORI and I-9 forms; and more.  The Human Resources Department has accomplished the following:

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Information Technology Department 
 
The Information Technology function became an independent department reporting to the Town 

Administrator in 2018. 
 

The Department provides Information Systems and Technology to support all Town departments and 
enterprises. 2018 represented the beginning of a transition from primarily addressing deficiencies in technology 
to delivering improvements in systems capability, in addition to looking at opportunities to create savings and 
streamline management. This report highlights the approach and some of the accomplishments. 
 

The Director is responsible for making the capital investments in information technology such as: 
servers, workstations, telephone (both cellular and voice systems), data networks, applications, information 
storage and vendor relations. The Director also guides all major application systems investments made by Town 
Hall departments as well as Police, Fire, Water, Highway, Sewer, Parks, Recreation ,Library and COA. This 
strategic focus emphasizes collaboration and coordination to address common needs in applications systems and 
business process across departments. 
 

The Information Technology Department manages all aspects of end user computing for Town 
employees. The Town has a large inventory of workstations, servers, mobile devices, printers, and plotters. 
Support of these devices and vendor relations falls upon the IT Director, as does direct support to employees 
and departments. The IT Department sets up system access for new employees and ensures access is removed 
when employees depart.   The Department works with individuals and other departments to select, purchase, 
license and install job-specific hardware, software, and applications. The IT Department also supports Town 
Meeting by receiving, testing, and displaying all of the electronic presentation materials. In addition, the IT 
Department provides technical support for the Town’s Web site. 
 

Major IT investments in 2023 included, but were not limited to, obtaining a State Cyber Security Grant 
for the training of municipal employees in cyber safety best practices, which is helpful in both personal and 
professional areas. The IT Department continues to update the website with enhanced capabilities to 
disseminate information to residents. Several grants allowed the Town to implement and improve an online 
presence for transparency and accessibility as well as improve on the cybersecurity of Town facilities.

To the Honorable Members of the Select Board and the Citizens of the Town of Rockland:  
 

The following is a statistical and financial report summarizing Library data for Fiscal Year 2023 (July 1, 2022 to June 30, 
2023), as well as events from the 2023 calendar year.  
 

During the 2023 fiscal year the Town funded the Library with an appropriation of $674,268.86, which met the 
requirement to maintain its certification for the State Aid to Public Libraries program. As a result, Rockland residents 
continued to be able to borrow books and other library materials from other libraries across Massachusetts. Rockland 
Memorial Library is a member of the Old Colony Library Network (OCLN), a cooperative of 26 public and 2 academic 
libraries on the South Shore. This means that in addition to nearly 60,000 physical library items in Rockland, residents 
have access to hundreds of thousands of physical items from other OCLN libraries, as well as over 96,000 downloadable 
ebooks, audiobooks, and magazines in the OCLN shared collection. The only requirement for borrowing is a library card 
in good standing.

 The Library circulated mobile hotspots 205 times 

 

Library Services 

The Library circulated more physical items in FY2023 than FY2022, and online circulation of electronic items also 
increased, as it has in each of the last four years. The number of programs the Library held increased, as did the number of 
people who attended programs. Total attendance in the building also increased, as more people visited to use either 
collections or meeting and study space. The Library staff continued to work to adapt to post-pandemic conditions, where 
some patrons have returned to visiting the building in person while others have shifted their library use entirely online. 
The Library seeks to accommodate a range of preferences by making collections and programs available both in-person 
and remotely whenever possible. This year, as in 2022, patrons of all ages were able to participate in Summer Reading 
either in person or online. The program had 107 participants ages 18 and under, and 72 participants over 18. Patrons 
attended a variety of events and won prizes for tracking their reading. Numerous local businesses donated prizes and 
supplies, and programs were generously funded by the Friends of the Library, with support from the Rockland Cultural 
Council.

Building and Grounds 

Frequent, heavy rain resulted in water in the children’s room, located on the ground floor of the building, throughout the 
year, as it has for the last several years. The staff of the Highway Department has worked to help identify and address the 
underlying issues, and we thank them for their assistance. Thank you to children’s room patrons for excusing its 
appearance while we work on the problem. 
 

Strategic Planning Process 

The Library undertook a process to develop a new strategic plan in 2022, and it was completed in 2023. The Board of 
Trustees and staff worked with consultant Ruth Kowal on a plan that lays out the Library’s priorities and areas of focus 
through the 2028 fiscal year. The plan was submitted to and approved by the Massachusetts Board of Library 
Commissioners and makes the Library eligible to apply for a number of grant opportunities. An action plan with specific 
projects will be developed each year.  
 

The Board of Library Trustees thanks everyone who participated in the planning process by contributing their input in 
focus groups and survey responses. 
 

Staffing Changes 

Kelli Moran left her part-time Library Technician role for a full-time position in September, and Catherine Beery joined 
the staff in November; Lena Brownell, who had worked at Library for many years in various roles, took a new job at 
Quincy’s Thomas Crane Library in November and Madison Staples, who had previously worked in Rockland as a part-
time Library Technician, joined the full-time staff at the end of the year.  
    

Gifts and Donations 

The Library benefits from monetary donations from members of the community, and appreciates gifts of any amount. 
Charitable donations to government units are tax-deductible under section 170(c)(1) of the IRS Code if made for a public 
purpose. 
  

This year the Library received donations in memory of Frederick Walters and Ellen Partridge; Former Trustee Marcia 
Manning made a donation to the Kennedy Fund, which was established in memory of her parents, Joseph and Dorothy 
Kennedy;  

Lisa Roberts donated the wreath that hangs over the Union Street door each winter in memory of her grandfather, John B. 
Fitzgerald, and her mother, and Elizabeth Roberts, who both served as Trustees and Justin Bodio and Allison Sullivan 
donated materials and their expertise to decorate the Library lawn for the winter holidays.

The Rockland Memorial Library Foundation, Inc. 

The Rockland Memorial Library Foundation, Inc., is a non-profit 501(c)(3) organization that works to raise funds to 
supplement municipal support for Library services through membership dues and events. The Foundation’s Friends Group 
held a number of fundraising events in 2023: Book and Bake Sales in May and November, a book sale at October’s Fall 
Festival, a tomato plant sale in May, a Red Sox ticket raffle in July, and a holiday raffle in December. The purchase of the 
Library’s subscription to BookPage, discounted museum passes, and numerous programs and activities were made 
possible by funding from the Foundation, and its support is greatly appreciated. Additional funding was provided by the 
Rockland Cultural Council, a local agency which is supported by the Mass Cultural Council, a state agency. The Library 
is grateful for the important work of both agencies.  
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In Appreciation 

The Rockland Memorial Library seeks to connect people with ideas, experiences, and opportunities, and is committed to 
providing equitable access for all. Members of the staff work tirelessly to identify and address the needs of the local 
community and continue to expand their efforts each year. The Board of Library Trustees appreciates all that they do. The 
Library also benefits from the service of a number of volunteers, and their help is very much appreciated. 
  

Board of Library Trustees 

The role of the Board of Library Trustees is defined by Chapter 78, section 11 of the Massachusetts General Laws, which 
states, “The Board shall have the custody and management of the library and reading room and all property owned by the 
town relating thereto.” 
 

Library Trustees are elected for three year terms to determine library policy, appoint the director, submit budget requests, 
and oversee the expenditure of funds. In addition, the Trustees have a fiduciary responsibility for the Trustees Fund, 
which was established in the early 1900s. The Fund consists of bequests, as directed by the provisions of individual wills. 
It earned $824.65 during the 2023 fiscal year. Income is used to pay for books, newspaper subscriptions, and other items, 
according to the wishes of the original donors.  
 

The Trustees thank everyone who supports the Library, both financially and by using its services.

                          ROCKLAND OPEN SPACE COMMITTEE ANNUAL TOWN REPORT 2023 
 
One of the goals of the Rockland Open Space Committee in 2023 was to be part of the planning process to study ways to 
bring visitors to the Town.  One of the most popular ways of attracting visitation has been the Rockland Rail Trail, noted 
in several online sites and featured in The Boston Globe as being a distinct community asset.  The South Shore Family 
Adventures site has made a video of two of our connecting trails and E-Awakening has made three videos of open space 
in Rockland.  The North and South River Association includes The McCarthy Farm on its website as a place to visit and 
explore. 
 
Open space not only attracts visitors to our Town, it preserves landscapes and enhances the well-being of its citizens, 
affording them uncluttered, peaceful locales to recreate and enjoy the outdoors.  It also is known to increase the value of 
real estate within a town.  In a small town such as ours, every opportunity should be taken to preserve woodlands, open 
fields, water views and habitat that make the town more livable, interesting, and valued by its residents. 
   
Since its formation in 1999, the Open Space Committee has been instrumental in identifying opportunities and initiating 
and pursuing efforts to preserve and obtain natural and recreational areas for the benefit and enjoyment of the citizens of 
Rockland and the creatures with whom we share the planet.  Through the Committee’s work, the Town has retained its 
golf course, planned, and cared for the Rail Trail, and saved The McCarthy Farm from development. Presently, 
conversations are being conducted for connection of green spaces with the Town of Whitman and the Town of Abington. 
In particular, a former Girl Scout Camp, Camp Alice Carleton, owned by Whitman in Rockland, is of interest as a point of 
connection between the two towns’ green spaces. Last year, the town of Hanover constructed a section of the Rail Trail 
connecting with that in Rockland.  It is hoped that this work will continue in Hanover, furthering the goal of the “Walk to 
the Sea” conceived in the Master Plan of 1999. 
 
Chair, Donald Cann and the committee were honored by The Wildlands Trust at its 50th Anniversary celebration and in its 
publication commemorating the event.  The Rockland Land Fund maintained by The Wildlands Trust for Rockland open 
space is growing.  Tax-deductible contributions may be made to the fund in care of The Wildlands Trust. Volunteers with 
the Trust have given their time working at The McCarthy Farm to improve the area.   
 
 Over many years, the former South Weymouth Naval Air Station development plans retained 1007 acres of open space 
under the careful watch of, and work by, the Committee.  Only recently was that figure reduced, with the loss of 122 acres 
of open space and habitat to development, with no guaranty that it will not be further reduced in the future.  The 
committee strongly lobbied against the reduction in open space and habitat and sought a clear commitment for the setting 
of Permanent Conservation Restrictions on areas currently under Grants of Restriction that can be, and have been in the 
past, modified and removed from protection.  These positions were opposed by the developers and other entities and were 
rejected at Town Meeting, a disappointment to the committee.  Despite this, the committee will continue to spearhead 
initiatives to acquire and protect open spaces for the people of Rockland and surrounding communities, with the goal of 
enhancing the quality of life for everyone.

The main function of the Park Department is to supply the safest and best conditions possible on our fields and parks for 
the Citizens of the community. We maintain 113 acres of fields/land not to mention 33 acres at the landfill along with 
various trails. With the added 7 acres at Hartsuff Park and the purchase of McCarthy Farm on Beech Street our workload 
has increased by keeping the trails clear. In the winter months we do our own maintenance and repairs on all our 
equipment along with snow removal within the Highway Department.

As of December 31, 2023, the current complement of the Police Department is 34 full 

time sworn officers. The department saw two promotions in 2023, with Thomas MacDonald 
being promoted to the rank of Lieutenant and Joshua Gilcoine being promoted to the rank of 
Sergeant.

During 2023 the Rockland K-9 program continued to provide valuable services to our 

community. I want to thank Sgt. Steven Somers and K-9 TEO for all their efforts during 2023.   
 
In 2023 the Police Department logged more than 22,000 calls for service. Some of the 

more prevalent calls for service include, Animal Complaints, 911 Accidental Calls, Burglar 
Alarms, Building Checks, Directed Patrols, Emergency Medical Response, Motor Vehicle 
Complaints, Motor Vehicle Crashes, Motor Vehicle Stops and calls for Suspicious Activity. 
These types of calls have a great effect on the daily lives of the citizens of the community and 
therefore are a big focus of our department.  

 
The Rockland Police Department continues to partner with State and Federal Agencies to 

address crimes such as Identity Theft, drug offenses, and cybercrime. These types of issues cross 
both municipal and state lines and require a regional response. We are proud to partner with such 
organizations as the Old Colony Police Anti-Crime Task Force (OCPAC), the New England 
State Police Information Network (NESPIN), the Alcoholic Beverages Control Commission 
(ABCC), the United States Postal Service, Mass Crime Net, Car Fax, Plymouth County 
Children’s Advocacy Center (CAC), Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC), and Homeland 
Security to name a few. Our two Detectives, Detective Sergeant Greg Pigeon, and Detective 
James Casper work hard to maintain relationships with these organizations to help resolve issues 
for our citizens. I want to thank our detective Unit for their dedication and for their many long 
hours conducting investigations and follow-ups which are necessary with such crimes.   
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Congratulations to School Resource Officer (SRO) Ryan Theroux for graduating from the  
D.A.R.E Instructor Course. Officer Theroux will present the program to our elementary students in 2024.  
 

 
 Congratulations to Officer Keith Brodeur and Sgt. Joshua Gilcoine, who were both awarded the 
department’s Meritorious Service Award for their efforts rescuing an endangered citizen on September 
28th, 2023.                                         

Although our department has made great strides in addressing Opioid Abuse in our 
community our department continues to remain ever vigilant in addressing this serious issue. In 
2023 our department responded to 27 Overdoses. Sadly, 4 of those were fatal. Even though one 
overdose is too many, this is a decrease of 23% in Overdoses from last year and a 50% decrease 
in fatal Overdoses. 

 
All uniform members of the department are trained in the use of Naloxone and carry this 

life saving drug while on duty. For 2023 our department had 12 Naloxone saves. In these 
instances, Rockland Officers administered Naloxone and the patient survived the overdose. 
Sergeant Brian McDonald acts as our department liaison, working with those in the field of 
addiction prevention and treatment as well as those who suffer from addiction. Sgt. McDonald 
works closely with members of the Plymouth County Outreach network which provides 
Recovery Coaches and Medical Professionals to help bring services to those suffering from 
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addiction. The Rockland Police Department partners with The Brockton Area Prevention 
Collaborative, Rockland Cares, and the Plymouth County HUB in an effort to combat the opioid 
epidemic.  The Rockland Police Department, in connection with our local partners, conducted a 
total of 53 outreach visits in 2023.  During the outreach visits clients, as well as their families, 
were given resources and support.  There were also 10 boxes of Naloxone distributed during the 
outreach visits. 
The Rockland Police Department has a Medical Drop Box in our station lobby which allows 
citizens to drop off any unwanted prescription medicines 24 hours a day 7 days a week. Our 
department also participated in the Drug Enforcement Agency’s (DEA) Prescription Take-Back 
Program in 2023. Together our department was able to dispose of 427 pounds of unwanted 
medications.     
 

 The Police Department continues its long-standing partnership with LoJack Safety Net, 
Inc. to assist residents with family members who may suffer from either Autism or Alzheimer’s.  
The system uses existing LoJack technology to assist a loved one who may tend to wander.  
Please contact the Police Department if you have a family member in need of these services.

To the Honorable Board of Selectmen and Citizens of the Town of Rockland:  
  
During the 2023 calendar year, Rockland Recreation carried out its program under Chapter 8E of 
the General Laws of the Commonwealth.  We are pleased to submit the following report that 
outlines the programs offered to the citizens of Rockland.  

  
Rockland Recreation  

  
The Rockland Recreation Department offers comprehensive, year-round, recreational programs 
and events to all ages.  With the continued support from the people of Rockland and the other 
town departments, we were able to improve the quality of our programs and events for the town. 
The Recreation Department has space in the Rockland Community Center where we currently 
occupy office space on the 1st floor, classroom space on the 2nd floor, and on bottom level we 
utilize the gymnasium and the space that traditionally was used exclusively for the Teen Center. 
There have been some staff changes and additions to the department over the past year.    
  
Last year Rockland Recreation offered 226 programs, events, and vacation programs.  We had 
over 9,365 people register for our programs and events.  Currently we offer programs six days a 
week at the Community Center. Activities included the following: Tot Enrichment “Chipmunk” 
Pre-K and Nursery School; Workshops, Babysitter Safety Training Course, Home Alone Safety 
Class, Floor Hockey, Basketball, Flag Football, Beginner Lacrosse, T-Ball, Baseball, Science, 
Engineering, Tot Soccer, Field Trips, Kids Cooking Classes, Adult Yoga, Adult Pickleball, 
STEAM classes, a variety of adult fitness classes, Vacation Programs, Art Classes  and our 
Hartsuff Park Summer Program.  We continue to work with Self Help Inc. to bring free programs 
to the Community Center and parks for children, ages 18 months – 6 years.   
  
This year, in addition to all our programming we ran the following events, the Extreme Egg 
Hunt, Nerf Wars, Birthday Parties, Terror on the Trails, Candy Cane Hunt, Farmers Market, Fall 
Festival, Adult poetry night, Adult Egg Hunt and participated in the Holiday Stroll as well as 
Rockland Day.       
                  

The Rockland Teen Center opened in September with much excitement.   We see between 30-50 
children every Friday night.  There is no doubt that this program plays a vital social and 
emotional role in the community for our teens.  This year marks the 30th year for the Teen 
Center.   
    
The summer of 2023 was amazing, the teens had fun on their fieldtrips, and we exceeded our 
numbers from the year prior in the Rockland Teen Adventure program.   We received a sizable 
donation from ACME Weather Proofing to put towards our scholarship fund for those families 
that needed assistance with financing their child’s summer program.  These funds were allocated 
towards the tuition needs of 16 teens attending the Rockland Teen Adventure program and the 
remainder was used to help offset costs for a few other children in both the chipmunk and 
explorers program.  Thank You ACME Weather Proofing!    
     

We launched Rockland Public Arts with the Art Unboxed project.  The town received a grant to 
spearhead this  successful project.  Ten artists were chosen and provided with a stipend to paint 
their utility box. The department plans to have one project per year to help celebrate art in our 
community.      
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The Recreation Department was able to continue operating many of its recreational programs 
through the establishment of a revolving fund in accordance with M.G.L. Chapter 44 Section 
53E1/2 for the purpose of operating recreation and leisure services to the community on a self-
supporting basis through user fees.  
   

Tot Enrichment Program  
  

The 2022-2024 school year marks the 38th year of the Rockland Recreation Tot Enrichment 
Nursery and Pre-Kindergarten Program.  In conjunction with the Rockland School Department, 
this program was designed in response to the need for a high quality, yet affordable program 
within the community.    
  
The philosophy of the program is to provide young children, ages 3 to 5, with the opportunity to 
interact with other children in a warm, accepting atmosphere.  While the program encourages 
children to be actively involved in the learning process, classes are structured around a variety of 
developmentally appropriate activities.  All students are encouraged to pursue their own 
interests.  In addition to preparing students for kindergarten academics, teachers work with the 
children in developing their social and emotional maturity as well as fine and gross motor skills.  
   
The Tot Enrichment Program, also known as “Chipmunks”, is a traditional nursery and 
preschool program.  Utilizing three classrooms and the gymnasium in the Community Center.  
When in the classroom our curriculum includes a weekly fitness program.  Our Physical Fitness 
curriculum focuses on gross motor skill development through physical movement, recreational 
activities, and musical games. This class promotes confidence, self-esteem and is geared to help 
fight obesity in children and spark interest in sports and good health.    
  
Special activities and events throughout the school year included holiday parties, visits to the 
Rockland Library, Town Hall, and Rockland Fire Department.  We have special guests such as 
the Rockland Police to talk about safety, and the tooth fairy to talk about good dental hygiene.   
  
In closing, the Rockland Recreation department wishes to extend their appreciation to the Board 
of  Selectmen, the School Department, Chartwell Catering for the free lunches this summer, ALL 
town departments, especially the Parks Department, Highway Department, the Recreation Staff, 
Police Department, Fire Department, Board of Health, Water Department, and the Sewer 
Department. In addition, we would like to thank all the generous donors from the community and 
the surrounding businesses that continue to support the Rockland Recreation programs and 
events.  We received generous grants from the Rockland Cultural Council and the Massachusetts 
Cultural Council that went a long way in supporting our Markets and Events.  Lastly, we 
wouldn’t be able to do what we do without all the volunteers at our events and everyone who 
continues to register for our programs.  Thank you for all your support!

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     ROCKLAND SCHOOL COMMITTEE 2023 ANNUAL REPORT 
 

It is a great privilege to submit the following annual report on behalf of the Rockland School Committee to the 
people of the Town of Rockland. This past year, Mrs. Jaime Hennessy was elected, and Belinda Randstrom was 
appointed to serve our community as members of your School Committee. 
 
Construction of Rockland’s new state-of-the-art Phelps Elementary School was completed “on-time and under 
budget” throughout the 2022-2023 school year, with the faculty, staff, and administration working hard to 
ensure a smooth opening in January 2023 for the Memorial Park students, with a full launch in September for 
all grade 1 – 4 students. In addition to finalizing construction on the new elementary school, the district moved 
forward with plans for a transformative early childhood education center located in the R. Stewart Esten School 
that now houses Rockland’s free full-day kindergarten and full-day Pre-K. With the expansion of our preschool 
and pre-K program, students are now receiving music, art, steam, and physical education. A tremendous amount 
of time, thoughtful planning, and careful execution went into bringing three schools into one at both locations. 
Both students and staff alike are excited to be in their new schools. 
  
Rockland High School continues to see increasing amounts of students enrolling in our advanced placement 
course opportunities; we saw an 11% increase from the previous year. Not only do these classes engage in 
college-level learning but passing the year-end assessment counts for college credits. Also started this year is 
the high school internship program, connecting students with real-world opportunities and experiences. The 
travel program continued to offer our students the ability to explore internationally as over fifty-five students 
traveled to Italy and Quebec in 2023. This year also saw the launch of our bridge’s academy at the high school 
to continue engaging students academically.  
 
Rockland Public Schools would like to thank the Rockland Education Foundation for providing more than 
$30,000 in grant funding last year, as well as funding for play-based experiences for our early childhood center. 
The continued dedication of this volunteer-based community organization to provide extra programs and 
services to all levels of students is appreciated. We would also like to thank our community partners, such as the 
Rockland Police Department, the Rockland Fire Department, The Rockland Memorial Library, the Highway 
Department, the Parks Department, and all other town services that help support the schools. 
 
I would like to thank the people of the Town of Rockland for your continued support of education in Rockland. 
Thanks to your commitment, our children truly can obtain a first-class education in Rockland Public Schools.

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SUPERINTENDENT’S -2023 ANNUAL TOWN REPORT 
 

2023 was a historic year for the students and families of the Rockland Public Schools, beginning with the grand opening 
of the new, 760 student Phelps Elementary School, an 86 million dollar, state-of-the-art elementary school for all 
Rockland students grades 1-4. Also included in the project was the construction of a lit turf field for athletes of all ages, 
including Rockland youth sports. In addition to its innovative “pod” style classroom construction, the Phelps Elementary 
School features two well-outfitted maker-spaces for pre-engineering activities, designated rooms for music and art, and 
several integrated outdoor learning spaces. Classrooms and breakout spaces throughout the building are outfitted with 
interactive technology. Chaired by Richard Penny, the 23 member Rockland Building Committee successfully led the way 
to a partnership with the Massachusetts School Building Authority, resulting in Rockland receiving more than 35 million 
dollars in grant funding to offset the cost of the project.  
 

The Esten Early Childhood Center: In concert with the opening of the Phelps School was the formation of the Esten 
Early Childhood Center (EEC) at the former Esten Elementary School site. Esten now serves all Rockland kindergarten, 
pre-K, and preschool students. In 2023-23, for the first time, the Rockland Public Schools began to offer free preschool in 
addition to free kindergarten. We look forward to the long term benefits of investing our valuable resources in the growth 
and development of Rockland’s youngest students. 
 

Academics: Throughout the 2022-2023 school year, we continued our post COVID focus on academic rigor and meeting 
the social-emotional needs of all students. Professional development focused on curriculum alignment and student 
transitions, strengthening student writing skills, and supporting the ever changing social emotional needs of students. 
Advanced and innovative course work is once again on the rise at Rockland High School. From 2022-23, RHS saw an 
11%  increase in enrollment in Advanced Placement coursework, launched a new internship program, and piloted Bridges 
Academy - an innovative, therapeutic day school targeting our most at-risk students in grades 7-12. 
 

Technology: Once again this year, Rockland town meeting approved $100,000 for the addition and maintenance of 
technology in Rockland Public Schools. Our skilled technology department, led by Tim Wells, continues to work to 
ensure that our infrastructure is up to date and that we maintain and modernize the technology being used by our students 
on a regular basis. Rockland continues to be a “one-to-one” Chromebook district, with a Chromebook for every student, 
Pre-K -12.  
 

Rockland Education Foundation (REF): The Rockland Public Schools are grateful for all of our partners, but especially 
the support of the Rockland Education Foundation - a non-profit fundraising organization dedicated to improving the lives 
of Rockland students by providing innovation grants to teachers. Led by Regina Quirk and her team, the REF's 
competitive grant program provided Rockland teachers with more than $30,000 in grant money to support innovative and 
creative teaching in Rockland classrooms. The REF continues to be an invaluable district partner. 
 

In conclusion, thank you to the Rockland School Committee; Jill Maroney (chair), Jaime Hennessy (Vice-Chair), Emily 
Davidson (Secretary), Dr. Melissa Mauro-Small, and Belinda Ranstrom for their outstanding leadership. Thank you also 
to the Rockland Board of Selectmen and the Rockland Finance Committee. A special thank you to Douglas Lapp, our 
Town Administrator and his team for their support, cooperation, and encouragement. 
 

Thank you to the Rockland Fire Department and Chief Duffy, as well as the Rockland Police Department and Chief Zioli. 
Your consistent support is a critical part of what makes the Rockland Public Schools a special place to learn and to work. 
 

An enthusiastic thank you to my senior leadership team - Assistant Superintendent Jane Hackett, Rockland High School 
Principal Dr. John Harrison, Rogers Middle School Principal Cheryl Schipper, Phelps Elementary Principal Michelle 
Scheufele, Esten Early Childhood Center Principal Jan Sheehan, Director of Pupil Personnel Dr. Linda Maniglia, 
Facilities Director Mark Shom, and Director of Technology Tim Wells for their professionalism and boundless 
commitment to providing Rockland students with world-class educational programs and facilities.  
 

Finally, I’d like to thank Rockland’s incredibly talented classroom teachers and support staff, who work most directly 
with our students. What happens between teachers and students in classrooms, on stages, and on playing fields is what 
matters most in our work.

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ROCKLAND HIGH SCHOOL-2023 ANNUAL TOWN REPORT 
 

Rockland High School students continued to impress faculty with their academic success, bulldog pride, and impact 
within the community.   
 

A few of our achievements are highlighted below: 
1. 68.2% of the Class of 2023 continued their education after graduation. 59.1% planned to attend four-year colleges 

and 9.1% pursued two-year colleges, 3% of the seniors opted to join the armed services after graduation, and 
28.8% of the students joined an apprenticeship or the workforce. 

2. 16 students were inducted into the National Honor Society on June 1st. 28 students, grades 9-12, received their 
academic "R" Lamp of Knowledge Letter for earning honor roll status six consecutive terms or by making the 
honor roll ten times.  

3. 35 RHS students were recognized as John and Abigail Adams MCAS Scholars.  These students were honored at a 
ceremony in the Library Media Center.  

4. The Superintendent Leadership Award winner was Matthew Medford, and the MASA Principal's Leadership 
Award winner was Emma Cameron. 

5. 118 students took 232 Advanced Placement exams (11% increase in enrollment) during the 2022-2023 school 
year. 58.5% of the students earned a passing score, a rise from 44.44% the prior year.  

6. 7 students earned the Seal of Biliteracy, and 1 student was recognized as receiving the school’s Global 
Ambassador Distinction. 

7. Students competed in the 18th annual Poetry Out Loud competition this year. Senior Vivian Nguyen came in first 
place and moved on to compete in a regional competition on Cape Cod. Sydney Blaney, another senior, won the 
Spellman Oratorical, receiving $1,200 in scholarship money. The topic for this year was “The Art of Darkness: 
Evil, Pain, and Enlightenment.” Overall, $3,800 was distributed in scholarship money during the Spellman 
Oratorical. 

8. The Drama Club produced the play Our Town and the spring musical The Addams Family.  The play and musical 
were both tremendous successes. We also hosted a school-wide performance from the Boston Theater Company 
of Shakespeare’s Midsummer Night’s Dream.  

9. Under the leadership of Faculty Advisors Kirsten Bartoloni and Kaitlyn Diver, the Rockland High School Student 
Council held various community service projects throughout the year, including an Inclusion Walk and Project 
Pumpkin. 

10. The Special Olympics named Rockland High School a 2022-2023 Unified Champion School. RHS was 
recognized for its commitment to fostering a socially inclusive school climate that emphasizes acceptance, 
respect, and human dignity for all students. 

11. Students involved in our music program performed at football games, the St. Patrick’s Day Parade in Abington, 
the Memorial Day Ceremony in Rockland, and the tri-town Veterans Day Parade (in Rockland this year). In 
addition, 3 students were recognized by SEMSBA and 6 students participated in the Honors Band Festival. 

12. RHS students participated in a significant number of service learning opportunities, including: St. Jude’s Walk, 
Ann E. Phelps Blood Drive, Rotary Club Can Drive, Stocking Stuffer Drive for Holiday Magic, Turkey Trot, 
Habitat for Humanity Ginger Bread House Making Competition, Webster Park Rehab Intergenerational Day, 
hosting local scouts to use the construction technology equipment, and reading to Phelps Elementary School 
students.  

13. 30 students traveled to Italy over April vacation with our Travel Club and 27 students traveled to Quebec as part 
of our French class trip in February. Both trips were highly successful. 

14. RHS had a highly successful athletic year. The girls basketball team made it to the state semi-finals, losing to St. 
Mary of Lynn for the second year. The cheerleaders won another state championship. Boys soccer, volleyball, 
football, hockey, tennis, and boys lacrosse also qualified for the MIAA tournament. Senior Lucas Leander set the 
Rockland boys lacrosse record for most career points, surpassing the 332 record previously set in 2018 by 
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Matthew O’Brien. This year, the Athletic Department started an indoor track program with two coaches and over 
30 student-athletes and offered girls hockey through a co-op with Weymouth HS.  

 

In summary, the success of Rockland High School is credited to the hard work of staff, supportive parents, and 
outstanding students committed to their individual and collective success. Sincere appreciation to Superintendent Dr. Alan 
Cron, Assistant Superintendent Jane Hackett, and the School Committee for their continued support.

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Rogers Middle School-2023 Annual Town Report 
 

After a careful review of the 2022-2023 schedule, Rogers Middle School maintained the same 6 by 6 schedule moving into the new 
school year. The development of the daily Bulldog Block allows teachers to provide an extension of the curriculum and skills-based 
practice for half of the period and a directed study for the second half. Teachers are able to provide students with additional support, 
including pullout services such as reading support, speech and language support, and counseling. Once per cycle, students have an 
advisory block with their homeroom teacher, during which they work on the Second Step social-emotional curriculum, which aims to 
support students through the challenges of middle school while promoting citizenship within the school community. 
 

The middle school would like to highlight the following student achievements: 
 

1. 14 students were inducted into the National Junior Honor Society on December 13, 2023. 
2. Eighth grader Talia Dior da Costa was selected by teachers and administrators in the fall to represent the middle school and 

the town of Rockland as the Project 351 ambassador. In this capacity, Talia participated in Project 351’s 13th annual Launch 
and Service Day in Boston on Saturday, January 13, 2024. Talia is currently developing a community service project to be 
implemented in the spring. Congratulations to Talia on representing her school and her community. 

3. Eighth-grade Scholar Leaders John Marrero and Lycia Nassif were nominated in the spring of 2023 and recognized at a 
ceremony on May 18, 2023, by NELMS (New England League of Middle Schools). These students embody academic 
excellence and strong leadership qualities. Congratulations, JD and Lycia. 

4. The RMS Student Government Council planned and organized a variety of activities including spirit weeks, student activities 
such as dances and socials, MCAS rallies, food pantry collections, Halloween candy collections for Project Pumpkin, a 
turkey contest, and collections for Holiday Magic. The first annual Rockland Walks for Inclusion occurred in September and 
was a well-attended community event. SGC also played a major role in coordinating and assisting incoming grade 5 
orientations, in which fourth-grade students from across the district visited RMS in June. 

5. The National Junior Honor Society was actively involved in a variety of activities, including hosting a blood drive for Boston 
Children's Hospital in honor of Dr. John Rogers, filling all 40 donor spaces. Members attended an information session held 
by the RHS National Honor Society advisor, Ms. Walsh, and members of the NHS to get information on the selection process 
and criteria to become members during their junior or senior year of high school. NJHS members also made Grinch Dust for 
the Rockland Holiday Stroll and held a small necessities drive collecting donations for Holiday Magic. Valentine's Day cards 
for Veterans were made by students in all grades and collected by NJHS and donated at the Brockton VA Hospital. The 
NJHS also made bagged lunches, wrote inspirational messages, and donated them to Father Bill's in Brockton. Members 
participated in the Go Gold Walk and the Project Pumpkin Haunted Hallway alongside the Student Council and provided 
after-school homework help for students in grades 5 and 6 every week throughout the school year. 

6. The dedicated members of the RMS PAC coordinated the planning and managing of the long-standing traditional Shamrock 
Class student-teacher basketball game. Following the challenging “covid years,” the PAC funds were dangerously low. 
Together, we worked to raise funds to rebound to pre-pandemic vigor. The Shamrock Classic, several “Dining for a Cause” 
nights, food and trinket sales all benefited the group. Proceeds were used to provide all grade 8 students with a yearbook at 
the end of the school year. Additionally, the PAC provided RMS staff with breakfast, lunch, and a “candy bar” day during 
Teacher Appreciation Week in May. Thank you to the dedicated PAC! 
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7. This past year, the Rockland Education Foundation (REF) awarded the middle school staff 15 grants to enhance student 
learning. These grants will be used to fund such activities as the second annual Spelling Bee, supplies for the art club, 
supplies for interactive learning tables (to be created at RHS), and classroom whiteboards for grade 7 math, among others. 
We are incredibly grateful for the ongoing support of the REF which enables us to provide supplemental educational 
opportunities for our students. 

8. The RHS Theater Guild produced the plays The Addams Family (spring) and Our Town (fall), which showcased many RMS 
students in lead and supporting roles. The RMS drama club performed Schoolhouse Rock for students in grades 3 and 4 
during the school day and one performance at night for families and community members.  

9. Several 8th grade RMS students have had the opportunity to play on high school athletic teams including boys/girls track and 
field (8), girls lacrosse (7/8), boys lacrosse (8), baseball (8), girls soccer (8), boys/girls cross country (7/8), cheer (7/8), girls 
basketball (7/8), boys/girls indoor track (8), wrestling (8), and hockey (8). 

10. The first annual RMS Spelling Bee occurred in January 2023 thanks to the hard work of the ELA department and the 
generous support of the REF who provided funds for the event. Congratulations to the winner of the spelling bee, grade 7 
student Talia Dior da Costa.  

11. The History Fair continues to be a successful cumulative event that showcases the work of students at all grade levels. 
Occurring in mid-June, this year’s fair was well attended by students and their families. The commitment of the RMS history 
department in making this event a success is appreciated. 

12. The RPS Arts Festival is an annual event that continues to grow. RMS students participate by submitting their artwork to be 
showcased and by performing in the band/chorus concert. This event was well attended by the school and larger community 
thanks to the hard work of the RPS art department along with the many other departments that contributed. 
 

Rogers Middle School is a safe and supportive environment for students in grades 5 - 8 to learn and grow. Collaboration between the 
students and families and the dedicated and talented staff ensures that all students are challenged and supported. We are grateful for 
the support of Superintendent Dr. Alan Cron, Assistant Superintendent Jane Hackett and Director of Pupil Personnel Services Dr.

Rockland Elementary Schools 2023-2024 Annual Town Report 
 

The opening of the 2023-2024 school year was an exciting one for Rockland Public Schools with the debut of the new 
Phelps Elementary School serving students in grades 1-4 district-wide, as well as the new Esten Early Childhood Center 
offering early intervention programs, integrated preschool, full-day pre-kindergarten, and universal full-day kindergarten 
for all 5-year-olds in Rockland. 
 

The Phelps Elementary School replaces the Jefferson, Memorial Park, and Esten Elementary Schools and combines 650 
elementary students in one central location. Phelps School is part of the larger Rockland Public School campus, including 
Rockland High School and Rogers Middle School. This combined campus also benefited from a new turf field built on the 
former Memorial Park School grounds. The Jefferson School site has been returned to the Town of Rockland Park’s 
Department to create new fields for the residents in town. 
 

The Esten Early Childhood Center opened with an enrollment of 257 students in the former Esten Elementary School. 
Upgrades include new paint, furniture, playground equipment, and indoor play spaces. Fortunately, many items used in all 
three elementary schools were repurposed to complete this new learning center. 
 

The principals of the elementary schools worked collaboratively to place staff from all three elementary schools at either 
the Esten Early Childhood Center or Phelps Elementary School. The Rockland Preschool also joined the Esten Early 
Childhood Center from its wing at Rockland High School. This merger allowed the high school to expand its support 
services for at-risk students. 
 

Rockland kindergarten through grade 4 students use Heggarty for phonemic awareness, Fundations for phonics 
instruction, Making Meaning and Being a Writer for ELA, Bridges Math program, and Mystery Science lessons. This 
year, the elementary school added a librarian to work with all kindergarten through grade 4 students to provide weekly 
social studies lessons. 
 

The residents in Rockland have provided all students with equitable opportunities to learn, with all schools providing all 
students with the same academic opportunities. The Town of Rockland can be proud of the combined campus for students 
in grades 1-12 and the new opportunities for all students to learn and develop at all preschool and high school levels. The 
new fields support the outstanding sports Rockland offers to all students from elementary through high school. Hosting 
teams from other communities will create pride for Rockland residents.

-“Student Choice” Mood Boost and Discovery Kitchen are our educational programs, which are in full swing this  
year with the assistance of our marketing managers Nolan Long and Adele Leonard. 
-Phelps School had a very smooth opening with all the students in one school. The staff did a great job. 
-We had a successful financial management review at the end of 22/23.  
-Working on a DOD (Department of Defense) produce grant, which gave us $72,332 for fresh produce.  
-Nutri slice menu program was having issues but it seems to work well for parents, nurses, and students. 
-The implementation of Mosaic, which is a cloud-based POS system, is working great. 
-Massachusetts has allocated funding so all students get a free breakfast and lunch daily. We were also approved  
for CEP, which gives all our students a free and paid status for claiming. 
-Breakfast and lunch meals have increased this year because all students get free meals. The increase is 9.3 %  
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higher than last year.  
-Working with Neia Callahan (Translator) to ensure we can help all families in the ELL program. 
-Our summer program had to close a site (Copley Gardens) because DESE does not allow us to drop off meals;  
children must again consume at the distribution site.    
-The labor once again is higher due to absenteeism. 
-We are working with Lisa Ryan (Technology Integration Specialist) to create electronic menus in the High 
School 
 Café and the Middle School Café. Neia Callahan (Translator) has been proofing the translation for the Brazilian  
students on the menu. Looks Great.   
-We introduced BATB (Breakfast After the Bell) at the Phelps, and we had great support from the principal. The  
older children returned to their classroom, and the younger students ate in the café. 
-Our overall ala carte sales have declined by 17% this year. Due to the elimination of ice cream treats once per 
week  
in the elementary schools, per the request of the Administration. 
-Submitted and got a grant for our breakfast program and received $4,000.00 toward a cart. 
-Training for staff on workplace safety, meal patterns and food safety this year.

-We are always looking for more grants for summer programs and anything else that might come up that will help  
our students make the best food choices. 
-Increase sales with events like Student Choice and Mood Boost and discover kitchen programs throughout the 
year.

Health Services - Nurse Leader 2023 Annual Town Report 
 

It was another year of change for the nursing staff in Rockland Public Schools due to the reconfiguring within the district 
and some personnel changes. At the time of writing this report, we have four nurses, all of whom have been with us since 
January 2022 or longer. Julie Wilson has taken over at Esten Early Childhood Center, Shani McGarry is at Phelps 
Elementary and Amy Kemp is at Rogers Middle School. We are currently hiring two open certified nursing assistant 
positions at Phelps and RMS to support the nurses there as they manage the high volume and high needs of the student 
populations.  
 

Nurses continue in their work of seeing and assessing students during the school day for acute issues and managing 
chronic conditions. In 2023, RPS nurses saw more than 3000 nurse visits monthly. The nurses work with students, staff, 
families and community providers to ensure safe and quality care. We have also worked with our town health nurse Kathi 
Ryan to verify immunizations and help facilitate any necessary vaccinations for homeless families that recently moved 
into the district. 
 

The nurse leader is working with principals and staff of each school on updating our Medical Emergency Response Plans, 
incorporating the new mental health elements required by DESE starting in September 2023 and making adjustments for 
the new building configuration. 
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The District Wellness Committee (DWC) was restarted, and the school committee approved the updated District Wellness 
Policy. The DWC has partnered with DESE to work with a school wellness coach to evaluate the policy and identify goals 
for the upcoming year. Over the coming year, the committee will work toward developing a plan for action and 
implementing the plan.

Guidance/Student Support Services-2023 Annual Report 
 

As a district, we continue to work to meet all our students' mental health needs. We welcome Traci Johnson, LICSW, as 
our newest adjustment counselor who works to support students, their families, and staff at Esten Early Childhood Center. 
Our partnership with Care Solace and High Point Treatment Center continues, which has been a great success. As a team, 
the adjustment counselors are exploring additional options for in-school mental health services for the 2024-2025 school 
year by working with outside agencies. Over 600 referrals were made to the five Rockland Public School adjustment 
counselors in the 2022-2023 school year.  
 

Streamlining the eligibility and special education services for students who may qualify for an emotional disability is also 
a current priority. We are working closely with the Special Education Department to determine best practices. These 
efforts are hoped to provide a consistent process for eligibility, goal, and service delivery across the district. 
 

High school initiatives: 
 

High school counselors introduced Grades 9 and 11 students to SCOIR - the career and college planning platform that 
replaced Naviance (sophomores will be working with SCOIR soon). Freshmen began building their high school résumés. 
Juniors also began building a résumé and completed the Principles You Character assessment, which is designed to tap 
into character traits and fit for careers, not interests or aptitudes. Students are then provided with a list of career matches to 
explore based on their results. Grade 12 students and counselors used SCOIR to manage and send college application 
documents. 
 

High school counselors offered the annual College Application Boot Camp for Seniors in August instead of September. 
Students feedback was positive! Seniors were happy to get a head start on applications before school began.  
 

The new digital PSAT exam was administered to Grade 10 & 11 students in October. Mrs. Black will also administer a 
digital School Day SAT for Juniors in March. 
 

In continuing efforts to expose students to career opportunities, Guidance offered the following events: 
 

● Union/Trade presentation for 11th & 12th graders:  Representatives from the Pipefitters, Carpenters, Sheet Metal 
Workers, Sprinkler Fitters and Ironworkers unions discussed qualifications, the application process, and salary 
and benefits. Mrs. Delaney organized the event. 

● Helping Professions panel - an EMT, a Paramedic, two nurses and a firefighter were among the panelists who 
presented to students in Grades 10 - 12. Mrs. Leahy also presented on AmeriCorps. 

● Mr. DeVine and Ms. Morrison took 11 students to South Shore Vocational Technical High School to tour the 
facility and learn about their adult evening programs for job training purposes. 

● Mrs. Black took 22 students to the Holbrook High School Mass Hire Careers in Health Care Event. 
 

Middle school initiatives:

2023 was an exceptionally active year for WRPS. The student involvement was up more than ever before. So we were 
able to cover events for WRPS TV and the Rockland Public Schools as usual, but with more finesse and technical 
education for the students who volunteer.  
 

We upgraded the video and audio in the RHS/RMS Lecture Hall, enabling that space to be user-friendly (replacing the 
projector with 2 monitors that are plug-in ready.) We can now bring the video and audio signal back to the station for ease 
of recording. We began working with a contractor, the Town, and RPS to upgrade the sound system at Veterans Memorial 
Stadium for the residents to enjoy. We also completed the sound reinforcement in the upper meeting room at Town Hall 
so that attendees in the back of the room can hear the panel clearly. Our David Cable-Murphy television studios got a 
camera upgrade as well. 
 

WRPS successfully completed the Biennial Ownership Report to the FCC, upgraded to a newer Emergency Alert System 
decoder, enabling us to complete the required nationwide EAS test and began working on the Comcast television contract 
for 2024. 
 

WRPS was honored to be the beneficiary of a special event in August for our scholarship fund. Rockland resident Rudy 
Child’s award-winning documentary was shown prior to a live performance by Boston band The Dogmatics. This raised 
over $3500.00 for our student volunteers! WRPS hosted 3 RHS student interns this year focusing on music production, 
voiceover and sports broadcasting. 
 

Other events we were involved with in 2023 were the RHS Arts Festival, a mock crash/DUI video with the RPD, Town

Pupil Personnel Services-2022-2023 Annual Report 
 

Fiscal year 2022-2023 was a busy but productive year for the Pupil Personnel Services Department. However, once 
again, we could add to our lists of accomplishments. 
 

The Pupil Personnel Department continues to oversee and implement the service delivery of Rockland's Instructional 
Programming for Special Education Students, Home Schooled Students, Home/Hospital Instruction, and Medicaid 
Claiming for both in-district and out-of-district students. District appropriations and Grant Funding have been utilized to 
continually enhance programming, purchase materials, and sustain ongoing professional development for staff. 
 

A significant responsibility of the Special Education Department is to comply with state and federal regulations and 
mandated timelines. In September of 2023, The Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE) came into 
the Rockland School District to complete a Tiered Focused Monitoring (TFM) Review (previously called a Coordinated 
Program Review) of our Special Education Department. DESE reviewed the various specialized programs available to 
meet the various needs of students, protocols and policies utilized by staff to develop and implement Individualized 
Educational Programs (IEPs) for students with special education needs, professional development provided to all staff 
to keep them highly qualified and information about our Parent Advisory Council for Special Education families 
(SEPAC). DESE’s feedback about our programs, policies, and protocols was positive and did not require corrective 
action. Continued support and assistance from the administrative team and all staff have enabled our Rockland School 
District to maintain a good standing position with the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education (DESE). 
 

All special education staff, related service providers and interventionists continue to learn strategies on how to support 
students with social-emotional challenges and students that have experienced trauma. Most staff have also participated 
in Safety Care Crisis Prevention Training, a training that provides skills and competencies necessary for staff to 
effectively prevent, minimize, and/or manage inappropriate behaviors, which, in turn, ensures the safety of both 
students and staff. In addition, special education teachers, district-wide, are receiving Level 1 training and certification 
in the Orton Gillingham Reading Program, an explicit, multisensory program that directly addresses phonemic 
awareness, alphabetic principle, decoding, encoding, advanced word analysis, high frequency/sight word instruction, 
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vocabulary development, single word automaticity and fluency with connected text, oral expressive language 
development, listening and reading comprehension with visualization, and metacognition. 
 

Lines of communication are kept open through email, memos, phone calls, Google Docs and monthly 
department meetings with elementary, middle, and high school special education staff, paraprofessionals, 
related service providers, psychologists, social workers and administrators. 
 

As a district, we continue to maintain our professional knowledge and skills through ongoing, job-embedded 
professional development, conferences, legal trainings, technology, workshops, and webinars. We have continued to 
sustain our evidence-based practices in Positive Behavior Intervention and Support (PBIS). PBIS is a framework for 
improving the social behavioral climate of schools, which in turn enhances academic achievement. We are pleased to 
announce that PBIS is a district-wide initiative that has promoted common language among staff, students, and families. 
Research and our Rockland data indicate that PBIS has enhanced student attendance and time on learning in our 
classrooms while significantly decreasing classroom disruptions and office referrals.

Cooperative Education-The South Shore Tech Cooperative Education Program provides an opportunity for vocational students to gain real-
world experience while earning an income. Through a cooperative arrangement between the school and employers, students alternate five 
days of required academic courses and related vocational instruction with five days on the job in their specific occupational field. South Shore 
Tech relies on local businesses' commitment to youth, education, and community, which allows students to gain a greater awareness of the 
expectations of a real workplace, learn about current methods and new technology in their industry, and make connections that can lead to 
employment post graduation. All senior students in good standing are eligible to participate in the Cooperative Education program at South 
Shore. Juniors in good standing are eligible after the first half of the school year. Over the course of the 2022-2023 school year, 163 students 
participated in the co-op program, collectively earning over $972,000.  
 

Student Organizations-The Student Council at South Shore promotes communication between the school administration and the student 
body. Leading by example, the members of the student council promote student leadership, democratic decision making, and student body 
engagement. In addition to student led activities and volunteer work, student council officers also represent the student body on the School 
Council and at School Committee meetings. 
 

South Shore students also participate in SkillsUSA, a national co-curricular student organization for vocational technical students. SkillsUSA 
provides educational and leadership activities for students which are designed to build leadership, teamwork, citizenship, and character 
development. Through a carefully designed curriculum and opportunities for competition at the district, state, and national level, students 
build and reinforce self-confidence, work attitudes, and communication skills. Co-curricular organizations emphasize total quality of work, 
high ethical standards, superior work skills, life-long education and pride in the dignity of work. 
 

Planning for the Future-MSBA Update – During 2023 the District hired a project management firm, LeftField, and an architect, Drummey 
Rosane Anderson (DRA). We are in the feasibility phase of the project, analyzing potential designs and enrollments. We will hopefully bring 
a desired design to MSBA in December 2024, get MSBA approval in August 2024, and bring to voters in January 2025. 
 

In closing, I want to acknowledge Robert L. Molla, Jr., our school’s representative from Norwell, who resigned in October for health reasons. 
Bob served as Norwell’s school committee representative since 1977, and he did so with distinction. Bob passed away on December 21, 2023 
at the age of 89.

Wet Weather Management 
 

The Rockland sewer system continues to experience significant Inflow and Infiltration (I&I) during rain events.  The 
Rockland High Flow Management Plan (HFMP) was developed many years ago to alleviate peak flows from creating 
any adverse impacts at the treatment facility.  The plan includes setting up the facility’s portable diesel-powered 
Godwin pumps during high flows to divert the influent flow to temporary storage tanks and to protect the downstream 
treatment process.  Staff will utilize these pumps to shave off any excessive flow during wet weather events and fill all 
off-line tanks before implementing the MADEP approved HFMP.  Veolia and the Rockland staff implemented the 
MADEP Sewage Notification Plan per MASSDEP 314 CMR 16.00 on (2) occasions (1/26/23 & 3/15/23) in FY 2023 
and were required to shave influent flow on (3) different occasions.  A total amount of 15.569 MG gallons was shaved 
but not discharged from the facility.  A total amount of 2.813 MG was partially treated and blended with the effluent 
flow.  All High Flows are reported to the MADEP and EPA via the Sanitary Sewer Overflow (SSO)/Bypass notification 
form, as well as, reported internally through Veolia’s Intelex event reporting system.

2021 National Pollutant Discharge Elimination Permit (NPDES) General Permit 
 

A new NPDES Medium Wastewater Treatment Facility General Permit was issued on 04/01/2023 to the Town of Rockland.  This 
authorizes the Rockland Wastewater Treatment Plant to discharge its effluent into French Stream South Coastal Watershed. 
 

The facility reported five (5) NPDES Permit violations throughout FY 2022-2023; all of which were monthly average flow 
exceedances.  These incidences were beyond the control of the facility as they are mainly due to high Inflow and Infiltration (I&I).  
This is an ongoing issue at the facility and is the primary cause of these violations throughout the year. 
 

The Town is currently under an EPA Administrative Order requiring the Town to add a secondary or tertiary treatment system for 
phosphorous removal to our existing process.  Estimates from both Veolia and Wright-Pierce are $10M - $15M and will be the first stage 
of a 4-stage facility upgrade spread out over a ten-year period.  The total upgrade valued at today’s dollar rate will be $75 - $80 Million 
Dollars. 
 

EPA Administrative Findings of Violation and Order for Compliance Status 
 

On July 14, 2022, the Town of Rockland and the Rockland Sewer Department were issued a Violation and Order for Compliance by 
the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), (docket # CWA-AO-R01-FY22-05).  The Order was issued for repeated permit violations 
for discharge and flow exceedances.  The current EPA Order contains terms, conditions and remediation actions with compliance 
deadlines that the Town of Rockland and the Rockland Sewer Department must meet to avoid being fined.  The Findings of Violation 
and Order for Compliance are posted on both the Town of Rockland and the Rockland Sewer Department websites.

Funding 
 

It is important to note that the Rockland Sewer Department does not receive tax dollars from the town.  Rather it is funded solely by 
user fees collected from residential, industrial, commercial, and retail customers and those fees charged for new sewer connections. 
 

American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) 
 

The ARPA funds are awarded by Plymouth County.  Funds allocated to the Town of Rockland are authorized or pledged to various 
town projects by a vote of the Board of Selectmen.  Once an amount is pledged by the Selectmen, funds are provided to the 
department through a process of reimbursement.  Funds are not actually in hand until the request has been approved by Plymouth 
County.  This approval process consists of three tiers of approval based on various purchasing and regulatory standards.  The Town 
Administrator and Town Accountant are responsible for making appropriate applications and ensuring funds are received. 
 

In November, the Rockland Board of Sewer Commissioners was informed that Plymouth County is requiring that all funds must be 
“obligated” which means committed or allocated, by June 30, 2024, but we have until 12/30/26 to actually spend the funds. 
 

The following ARPA projects have been submitted to Plymouth County with only the Digester Boiler approved.  The remaining 
submissions are under Level 3 review. 
 

ARPA funds available for these projects are based on the full amount pledged by the town, less expenditures that have been paid.  The 
funds noted as still available are not in hand and do not include remaining obligations not yet paid.

Comprehensive Wastewater Management Plan (CWMP) 
 

This project conducted a very in-depth study to evaluate the Sewer Department needs, our user rates, short and long term plans and 
what is actually required for the Department to meet the Towns’ master plan.  As part of the contract, Wright-Pierce met with every 
department in Town to gather information on water use, population growth and economic growth to determine how this will impact 
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the Sewer Department and the residents over the next 30 years. 
 

The CWMP is comprised of three Phases:  
 

Phase 1 is a study/report of the town data, defining the areas around Town that will be addressed.  The Phase I report was completed 
in August 2022. 
 

Phase II is a report identifying flows and high need areas to understand potential sizing/impacts for a treatment facility and plant 
upgrades.  The Phase II report was completed in January 2023. 
 

Phase III is a more finite detail of flow information, taking into consideration the thirty-year future build-out in areas around Town, 
with recommendations for the long-term support of the residents, and was completed in September 2023. 
 

Wright-Pierce presented the information at an open public meeting held October 6, 2023, where residents were given the opportunity 
to ask questions.  The full CWMP Final Report is on the Sewer Department website. 
 

Inflow and Infiltration (I&I) 
 

Any water that enters the sewer system, no matter what the source, must be treated without exception.  Inflow and Infiltration (I&I) is 
the quantity of ANY water that is not raw sewerage, without identifying the source that enters the sewer system. 
 

Inflow:  Water other than sanitary flow that enters the sewer system (including sewer connections) from sources which include but are 
not limited to, roof drains, cellar drains, yard drains, area drains, drains from springs and swampy areas, manhole covers, cross 
connections, catch basins, cooling towers, storm water, surface run-off, parking lots, driveways and street wash waters.   SUMP 
PUMPS and their discharge are the largest contributor. 
 

Sources of inflow are usually on private property and are the responsibility of the property owner  (s) to eliminate those sources.  A 
recent Metering Study conducted in Rockland (June 2023) indicated that there may be as much as 1.52 MGD of inflow existing in 
Town. 
 

The Rockland Board of Sewer Commissioners is requesting that all residents with sump pumps make sure that they discharge to the 
proper source.  If there are any questions, a representative from the Sewer Department will be glad to assist. 
 

Infiltration:  Water other than sanitary flow that enters a sewer system (including sewer connections and foundation drains) from the 
ground through, but not limited to, defective pipes, pipe joints, connections or manholes. 
 

Sources of Infiltration are the responsibility of the municipality to eliminate.  A recent Metering Study conducted in Rockland 
(June 2023) indicated that there may be as much as 915,000 GPD of infiltration existing in Town. 
 

Inflow & Infiltration (I&I) Control Plan 
 

The Rockland Sewer Department contracted with Weston & Sampson to assist the Town in establishing a plan to address the EPA 
Administrative Order for flow violations and the primary cause due to Inflow and Infiltration (I&I). 
 

The Sewer Department has developed a long-term Inflow and Infiltration (I&I) Control Plan and it is available on the Sewer 
Department website. 
 

The Year 1 Plan was executed with assistance from the American Rescue Plan (ARPA) funds and completed in June 2023.  
The Annual Infiltration/Inflow Program is available on the Sewer Department website. 
 

I&I Control Plan Highlights 
 

 Cleaned, inspected, tested, lined, and sealed 10,298 linear feet of pipe 
 Camera inspected 771 manhole-to-manhole linear feet of pipe 
 Tested and grouted 68 Manholes 
 Manhole cementitious lined 316 vertical feet of casing 
 Removed approximately 113,863 GPD of infiltration from the sewer system 

 

Metering Study 
 

As part of our long term Inflow and Infiltration (I&I) Control Plan, Weston & Sampson conducted a Metering Study to obtain current 
information regarding sewer flows for use in quantifying Inflow an Infiltration) I&I amounts and potential problem areas around 
Town.  The Metering Study, areas of future remediation and their recommendations are on the Sewer Department website. 
 

Highlights of the study include: 
 

 15 meters, 3 groundwater gauges and 1 rain gauge were installed on 4/24/23 
 10-week monitoring period ended 6/30/23 
 Identified 1.52 MGD of potential inflow 
 Identified 915,000 GPD of potential infiltration 
 Identified areas for future rehabilitation 

 

User Rate Study 
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In November of 2021, Weston & Sampson was awarded a contract to conduct a User Rate Study which was completed in May 2023.  
 

This study looked at all of the maintenance and upgrade projects that must be undertaken by the Sewer Department for compliance 
and to maintain public service.  The study also recommended user rates to support those needs. 
 

Through careful evaluation and analysis, the recommended 15-year rate increase plan is as follows: the first 8-year period, a 10% 
increase per year is recommended, followed by a slower 7-year period increase.  The rate increase recommendations are based on the 
premise that no major equipment or process failures occur within the system before a full upgrade is completed. 
The Rate Study with full detail is available on the Sewer Department website. 
 

Upcoming Projects for FY 2024 
 

 Replace the digester boiler piping 
 Replace the 65 year-old 500 Kw plant generator 
 Complete the conversion/upgrade of the Spruce Street dry pit ejector station to a wet well 
 Design a secondary phosphorous treatment system as required by the EPA 
 Assess the existing primary effluent sampler for possible replacement with a new ISCO 5800 automated sampler 

 

New Sewer Connection Moratorium 
 

The 2021 revised Sewer Connection Moratorium became effective October 1, 2023.  It defines the limitations, terms and conditions 
that must be met before any new sewer connections are allowed into the Rockland Sewer System.  Adherence to the Moratorium is 
necessary to control our current over-capacity flow situation and to attempt compliance with the Towns EPA 2022 Administrative 
Order.  The 2023 Moratorium is available on the Sewer Department website. 
 

Current New Sewer Connection Permit Requests, Waiting List and Pending Projects 
 

 There are (3) projects previously approved (2021) for connection which will add 28,917 GPD to the sewer system 
 There are (2) projects on our waiting list (2023) for approval which will add another 21,780 GPD to the sewer system 
 There are (5) additional projects on a pending list (TBD) that want to be placed on our waiting list which will add 993,410 

GPD to the sewer system 
 To comply with our EPA Administrative Order, we must remove 1,044,107 MGD of I&I, before any of the above projects 

can be allowed connection to the Rockland Sewer System 
 

The above projects do not include any additional or potential flow planned for the potential Union Point project on the current sewer 
system. 
 

Closing: 
 

The Sewer Department is asking all residents and business owners to help us reduce the amount of inflow into the sewer system. 
Please do not direct storm water from your basement sump pumps, floor drains or roof drains into the Towns’ sanitary sewer system. 
It is illegal and very costly to the residents of the Town. 
 

We encourage residents to please help us in our efforts to maintain waterways around town by not discarding yard waste (grass 
clippings, leaves and brush), pet waste (bagged or un-bagged), and other debris into our storm drains, brooks and streams. 
 

We encourage residents to “Keep the Wipes out of the Pipes”.  Disposable wipes, even those labeled “flushable”, should be disposed 
of in the trash, and not flushed down the toilet.  Wipes have been causing blockages at residences, causing increased maintenance 
issues at the plant and outside infrastructure. 
 

The Rockland Board of Sewer Commissioners would like residents to feel that they are part of the process and the solution.   
 

The Rockland Board of Sewer Commissioners meet weekly and are working diligently in their attempts to bring the facility and sewer 
system back into Federal and State compliance, as well as address the heavy financial constraints that have been placed on the 
residents and the department. 
 

We are asking the community to please understand that we are town residents also and bear the same financial pains as all residents do 
from rate increases.  We are doing everything we can to minimize those pains and we encourage everyone to please attend our 
monthly meetings or a weekly working session to voice your concerns and ideas. 
 

The Rockland Board of Sewer Commissioners would like to recognize and publicly thank our Administrative Assistant, Robyn Day, 
for stepping up and assisting the Board throughout the year. 
 

The Rockland Board of Sewer Commissioners would like to gratefully extend a special thank you to the facility’s Veolia Operations 
staff, led by Rick Kotouch, Veolia Project Manager and Megan Lynch, Asst. Project Manager for the incredible job they do day in and 
day out.  More often than not, they go well beyond their contractual requirements to keep a 65 year old antiquated facility operational, 
and then extend non-contractual assistance to the Town and aid to the Rockland residents.

It is with some sadness that I tell everyone this will be the last annual report of the Rockland Town Forest Committee.  
The committee over the past thirty-five years from 1988 to the end of 2023 has carried out its mission to give the town a 
good and viable town forest for everyone to use for passive recreation and flood control on French’s Stream. 
   

The town forest was not totally pieced together until early 2006.  It took many years of work from town departments such 
as the Planning Board, Conservation Commission and Open Space Committee working with developers, government 
agencies, etc. to complete this almost impossible task. 
 

The Rockland Town Forest was authorized by the Board of Selectmen by vote in November of 1984 and the following 
year work was started by the Rockland Conservation Corps, most of the original clean-up on the North Avenue end of the 
town forest was done by the corps up to 2000, at that time the committee and the corps started to get help from boy scouts 
and girl scouts looking to do projects.  We have had over twelve major projects done by boy scouts needing to get their 
Eagle Scout badge completed.  All of which have had a great benefit to the town forest.  Over the years the Park 
Department, Highway Department and Police Department have all been involved helping out at the town forest on an on-
going basis.  My hope is that we can still have their support in the future for ongoing maintenance issues. 
 

The town forest committee itself has spent thousands of hours doing many projects including trail development, bridge 
construction, beautification projects and as always ongoing maintenance.  The work by members Mike O’Brien and Don 
Springhetti who still work tirelessly at the forest is immeasurable.  They are presently replacing some of the old bridges in 
the wet areas, with a new bridge design to make them last many years into the future (See attached photo).  In addition, 
another photo shows a new creative sculpture along the trail, a must see. 
 

In addition, my great thanks to Eagle Scout Patrick Hamilton for completion of his Eagle Scout project at the end of 
February.  This was a much needed task and long overdue.  There were a great number of hours, personnel, equipment 
and planning to make this a success.

      General Comments 
The year 2023 overall was almost three degrees above normal. Most of the year averaged above normal, with eight out of twelve 
months higher than normal.

There were no major storms with exception of a few rain and 
wind events.  The growing season this year was weird due to large amounts of rainfall in July, normal in August and large amounts in 
September.

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2023 REPORT FOR VETERANS’ SERVICES 

To The Honorable Select Board and Citizens of Rockland 

Mission Statement 

The mission of the Veterans’ Services Officer (VSO) is to be the advocate for veterans of 
Rockland.  The Veterans’ Service Officer operates under the Executive Office of Veterans’ 
Services (EOVS), Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  EOVS was established to assist needy, 
eligible wartime veterans and/or their dependents as mandated by Massachusetts General Law 
Chapter 115, Section 5, and regulated by CMR 108.  EOVS establishes policy, proposes 
legislation, and ensures that adequate funding for veterans’ programs is included in the 
Governor’s budget and the Town of Rockland’s budget.  The Veterans’ Agent represents the 
interest of veterans in matters coming before the General Court. 
 

Regarding Chapter 115, services are provided on request to those veterans who have been 
honorably discharged from a U.S. military service and who meet the asset and income 
limitations, which are determined at the time of application. In addition to Chapter 115 requests, 
the Veterans’ Service Officer also provides the following services to veterans and/or their 
dependents: filing for VA pension or compensation, healthcare, burial and grave markers, 
obtaining copies of military records (DD-214, medical/dental), annuities, and several other items. 
Medical records are necessary to support requests for benefits for veterans unable to work 
because of a disability. A copy of discharge must accompany all applications. 
 

The Town also offers service-connected disabled (SCD) veterans and their spouses or surviving 
spouses, property tax exemptions. Eligible SCD veterans who are homeowners must have 
received a VA SCD rating. Gold Star parents/spouses and paraplegic veterans are also eligible 
for the exemptions. Please contact the Assessor’s Office for further information. 
 

I enjoy participating and networking in myriad veteran organizations to continue to enhance my 
knowledge and support for the Rockland veterans. I am a member in good standing and have 
maintained all certifications and attended all training seminars and meetings with the 
Massachusetts Veterans Service Officer Association (MVSOA) and its’ subsidiary, the 
Southeastern MVSOA.  I am a member of the MVSOA Executive Board. These Associations are 
a great network of VSO professionals and provide the most up-to-date information on federal 
and state regulatory changes. In addition, I am a very active member with the American Legion 
and Veterans of Foreign Wars (VFW). 
 

We have received numerous inquiries this past year.  Assistance was rendered to returning war 
veterans seeking help in applying for the Massachusetts Bonus Program, public assistance under 
Chapter 115, educational benefits, motor vehicle benefits, property tax exemptions, housing 
outreach, counseling & training resources, employment assistance, fuel assistance, burial 
benefits, military records and state memorial information and rights of National Guard and 
Reserve members called-up for Active Duty.  
  
In 2023, 348 residents of Rockland received $628,024.93 in cash benefits and assistance from 
the Federal Veterans Administration (VA).  Most of the recipients received monetary 
compensation for service incurred disabilities.  This office has assisted and provided guidance to 
Rockland residents in filing these claims and various types of assistance. This money affects our 
budget by reducing or eliminating the resident needs for Chapter 115 Veterans’ Benefits from 
Rockland. During 2023, Rockland veterans and widows received $256,583.83 in Chapter 115 
benefits, 75% of which is reimbursed to the Town from the State of Massachusetts. 
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In addition to assisting veterans, we conducted the following activities this year: 
 

Throughout 2023, the Veterans’ Agent helped coordinate or support the Rockland Allied 
Veterans Council (RAVC) for the Memorial Day Ceremony, a 911 Ceremony, and the Tri-Town 
Veterans Day Parade which was held in Rockland for the first time since 2017. We were honored 
to have John Beadle (CPL, US Army, Vietnam) and Dean Levy (SPEC4, US Army/National 
Guard, Iraq) as our Grand Marshalls for our Memorial Day and Veterans Day Parade, 
respectively. Both were awarded the Purple Heart Medal for their injuries incurred in combat. 
 

Our 911 Ceremony featured retired US Coast Guard Commander Keith Hanley, who responded 
to the World Trade Center Twin Towers and was awarded for helping evacuate greater than 500 
thousand citizens that day and rescue several trapped people alive. Commander Hanley retold the 
events of that day from his perspective. We were honored to have the Rockland Police Honor 
Guard and Rockland Fire Department participate and attend the event. 
 

Rockland was the beneficiary of a donated wheelchair accessible van. The nonprofit Stevens 
Family Foundation graciously donated the van to the Town for the specific use of transporting 
veterans to any medical, dental, or vision appointments. Tiny and Sons Auto Glass graciously 
donated the wrapping of the vehicle which was completed by Litchfield Sign. Transport is 
provided free of charge. We are very thankful to the citizens of Rockland who voted to hire a 
part-time veteran van driver. 
 

     
 
Throughout the year, the Veterans Agent provided other support to veterans by coordinating 
wheelchair ramps being installed at homes, sometimes lifts, I have received and donated 
motorized wheelchairs to local veterans, passed out brand new winter jackets, Thanksgiving 
meals, and food and new clothing items to those in need. This office has also provided 
emergency assistance for fuel. There are many more items and many Rockland citizens to thank 
for their support and donations to the Rockland Veterans Support Fund! 
 

I would like to thank the citizens of Rockland who have supported the Office of Veterans’ 
Services and the Veterans of Rockland for giving me the opportunity to serve them.

There are other special Acts of Legislature which govern the Joint Water works, 
including Chapter 139 of the Acts of 1886, Chapter 200 of the Acts of 1903, Chapter 618 of the Acts of 1945, Chapter 288 of 
the Acts of 1952, Chapter 130 of the Acts of 1953 and Chapter 535 of the Acts of 1959.
